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Reflections from the 

Gloria Dei Choir 
 For the Fourth Sunday of East-
er, the Gloria Dei Choir sings John 
Ness Beckôs arrangement of the hymn ñThe King of Love 
My Shepherd Is.ò The hymn text, based on Psalm 23, 
was written in 1868 by celebrated English hymn writer 
and cleric Henry Baker. Todayôs readings are replete with 
images of God as Shepherd of His people. While an An-
glican, Sir Henry held to the doctrine of the celibacy of 
the clergy and composed a devotional hymn to Mary, 
ñShall we not love thee, Mother dear?ò which stirred con-
troversy among Protestants using Bakerôs hymn collec-
tion Hymns Ancient and Modern. His last words upon his 
untimely death aged 55 were reportedly words from ñThe 
King of Love My Shepherd Is.ò John Ness Beck (1930-
1987) earned a Masterôs in composition from Ohio State 
University, where he taught music theory until he left to 
serve as owner/manager of The University Music House, 
where Beck became interested in music publishing. In 
1972 he and John Tatgenhorst formed Beckenhorst 
Press as a vehicle to publish their compositions and ar-
rangements. After Beckôs death from cancer in 1987, 
composer/arranger Craig Courtney succeeded Beck in 
leading Beckenhorst Press.   
 During Communion, the choir sings John Rutterôs 
1970 motet ñGod Be In My Head.ò Rutter (b. 1945) stud-
ied music at Clare College, Cambridge, where he later 
served as Director of Music from 1975ï79. In 1981, he 
founded his own choir, The Cambridge Singers, which he 
conducts; together, they have recorded works of Rutter 
and other composers under his own label, Collegium 
Records. While Rutterôs early work inspired Sir David 
Willcocks to call him ñthe most talented composer of his 
generation,ò his more recent output has become increas-
ingly facile and commercial in style, tarnishing Rutterôs 
reputation as a serious composer. The text to ñGod Be In 
My Headò is from the 1545 Sarum Primer, a collection of 
Anglican personal prayers. Rutter ingeniously connects 
each phrase of the prayer by leaving the last harmony of 
the phrase unresolved until the first chord of the following 
phrase. The unexpected harmonic shift into the final lines 
of the prayer subtly enriches the direct simplicity of the 
text: 
 

God be in my head, and in my understanding; 
God be in mine eyes, and in my looking; 
God be in my mouth, and in my speaking; 
God be in my heart, and in my thinking; 
God be at mine end, and at my departing.
