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March 15, 2015 ¢ Fourth Sunday of Lent

There is an approach to interpreting the Sunday readings
that is called “chiastic.” It gets its name from the Greek letter
“chi” (which looks like our “X”). Just as the two crossbeams of
the “chi” cross in the middle, if we intersect the first reading
and Gospel through the second reading, we have a beginning
for our interpretation. This approach works very well today,
since the passage from Ephesians serves as an effective lens
for both of the other readings. We may be tempted, upon
hearing the first reading, to focus on the wrath of God. But
even our angry God sends people to end our misery, such
as King Cyrus of Persia for the exiled Jews. Ephesians tells
us several very crucial things about this God: God is rich in
mercy and filled with great love for us; the grace of faith does
not come from us, but is a gift from God; and, perhaps most
remarkable, God has prepared good works for us to live in,
prepared them so that we might live in them through Christ
Jesus. How many of us ever think of a realm of good works
just waiting for us to inhabit?

WHAT’S AT THE END?

The Gospel account of what awaits us at the end is also
explained in Ephesians, and the passage is filled with the
wonderful things that God has accomplished for us in Christ
Jesus. In him, even though we were dead, we were brought
to life. We were raised up with Christ (notice the use of “rais-
ing up” language again, as in last week’s Gospel), seated with
God in the heavens along with Christ. God’s kindness to us
in Christ Jesus will, one day, reveal to us the “immeasurable”
riches of grace. Who would not want, as Nicodemus is told in
the Gospel, to believe in this Christ through whom God grants
us so many wonderful things? We do need to remember,
Ephesians cautions us, that believing in Christ is not a “work”
we do that accomplishes our salvation, nor is it a “work”
about which we can boast. It is, rather, a gift that calls us to
live this life in the light of Christ, so that we may share eternal
light with him in the next life.
