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November 8, 2015 e Thirty-second Sunday in Ordinary Time

Throughout the year we have seen in Mark's Gospel a
pervading focus on the meaning and cost of discipleship. It
is our core vocation as Christians to follow Jesus’ way of lov-
ing service, and accept whatever sacrifices or suffering that
may entail. In today’s Gospel reading a destitute widow acts
as a Christ-like figure to show us the extremes to which our
Christian vocation may lead us. Like Jesus, the widow con-
tributes “her whole livelihood” (her life?) in sacrifice to God
(Mark 12:44). We see, however, that she is receiving noth-
ing to make her sacrifice worthwhile. The scribes are taking
advantage of her, and God will not be pleased.

Unlike the widow, Jesus’ sacrifice brought eternal reward
to him and to all humankind. Our Christian vocation calls us
to give our lives as Jesus did. We give, not in hope of being
rewarded, but in thanksgiving for the gift already given—the
salvation and loving kindness shown to us in the sacrifice of
Jesus Christ. We give knowing that we may face suffering, as
Jesus did, but trusting that God will respond in mercy and
love.

THE FATHERLESS AND THE WIDOW
GOD SUSTAINS

Today’s psalm (146:9) describes the response of God to
those who are in need: “The LorD protects strangers. / The
fatherless and the widow he sustains, / but the way of the
wicked he thwarts.” The woman in our reading from the first
book of Kings acted in God’s way by protecting the stranger,
Elijah. Elijah, in turn, extended God's care by sustaining the
widow and her son. The scribes in the Gospel, however, do
nothing to sustain the widow who contributed “all she had,
her whole livelihood” (Mark 12:44). Instead they profited
from her devotion. How does the vocation to discipleship
require us to act toward those in need? How are you called to
extend God's protection and care in your part of God's world?

From the deskiof the Music Director. ..

Dear People of God,

Several years ago, while traveling to St. Louis,
Missouri, I had the opportunity to visit a religious
community in East St. Louis while going to lead a retreat
for them on how to deal with the grief and loss of the
closing and merging of their religious community. Their
motherhouse stood in the middle of what looked like a
war zone — in a neighborhood that was suffering in
extreme poverty and violence. The stories of their
struggles closing and merging their community tugged at
my heart, but nothing touched me more than the
“hospitality” they spoke of in their neighborhood, even
amidst the socio economic challenges they were enduring.
These women welcomed me with open arms and showed
me great hospitality during the three days that I spent with
them.

This reminds me of the line in today’s Gospel,
“She, from her poverty, has contributed all she had, her
whole livelihood” (Mark 12:44). In the gospel, we see a
widow who puts her last two coins, a paltry sum, into the
temple treasury. Jesus comments that in contrast to those
who gave from their surplus, her contribution was “all she
had to live on.” Literally, the Greek says she “gave her
whole life.” On the one hand, we see in this woman one
who embodies Jesus’ gift of his whole self. As this
episode positioned just before the passion narrative, it
appears that Jesus’ words are laudatory of the widow’s
total self-gift from her position of want, held out as a
model to Jesus’ disciples?

In the last two weeks at St. Ignatius of Antioch, I
have felt your warm welcome, and your hospitality. You
have welcomed me with open arms I am grateful for your
kind words and actions. I have much to learn about the
parish of St. Ignatius of Antioch, but I know that all of
you will help me on that journey. We are mandated by
the scriptures to emulate the hospitality of God, whose
total gift of self is replicated in Jesus’ self-surrender in
love. I have witnessed this so well at St. Ignatius in the
last several weeks.
