Now, not only do we seem to have more peace at the office, but we get many compliments. Patients often comment or
Ihappy, helpful and nice our staff always is.

| even when they can't quite put their finger on the reason.

While some people don't even realize it is Christian music, we find it gives us many opportunities for prayer gfroughout
work day when we find ourselves singing or internalizing the words. In addition, we often find ourselves Witneslsing to e
other when God sends us little signs of His presence.
