We had to 

remove and replace the entrance at a cost of $9,210.00.  We are having all the cracks filled this fall for $3,790.00.  We also 

plan to have the lot chip sealed next summer.  Estimates for that this year are around $13,000-$14,000. 

In all we are looking at projects that cost us $36,300.00-$37,300.00.  We do have some funds 

available for what we have done, but we need to raise as much as we can for these projects.  If you 

are willing to donate please mark your check as ñRectory Roof/Ed Center Parking lotò.
