Dear Parishioners,

Next Sunday is the Annual Bishop’s Appeal. The theme of this year’s campaign
is “One Spirit in Christ.” Our parish goal is $43,600 with a participation goal of 300. Please
be generous in helping us reach our goals.

There is sometimes confusion on where the money from different diocesan
fundraising efforts and assessment go. Let me try and explain: The Bishop’s Appeal raises
money for Diocesan Ministries, 100% of the funds from this appeal go to: 1) Catholic
Charities $500,000; 2) Clergy and Seminarian Formation $495,000 (the education of our
parish seminarian comes from this fund as well as continuing Deacon and Priest
conferences is supported by this ministry); 3) Christian Formation $483,000 goes to fund
the office that supports our teachers in our faith formation classes, RCIA and other men’s
and women’s formation and retreats; 4) Youth, Young Adult, and campus ministry
$440,000; 5) Peace and Justice $72,000, working on legislative and issues related to our
church’s mission to be a beacon of peace and justice; and 6) Saint Mary’s Mobile Medical
Clinic $50,000.

Many have also supported the “HOME CAMPAIGN” half of which comes back to
our parish and the other half supporting: 1) the building of our new Cathedral; 2) support
of the priest retirement fund; 3) Pope John Paul Il Charitable trust to support parishes
charitable ministries; and 4) Education Trust Fund to support Faith Formation throughout
our Diocese now and into the future.

You may have also heard of Parish Assessments. These are a percentage of our
parish offertory that goes to the diocese to hire the people to fund the offices (remember
Bishop’s Appeal goes to doing Ministry,) assessments hire the staff to do the ministries.
Assessments fund the staff for our Diocesan Finance Office, Development Staff,
Administrative Staff, Bishop, Bishop’s Office, Chancellor, CFO, COO, Diocesan Newspaper,
Deaconate Office and Marriage Tribunal, etc. These assessments also pay for clergy
medical insurance and retirement.

Please continue to support our Corporal Works of Mercy Committee by
purchasing your grocery gift cards to Ingle’s and Food City. All proceeds go to help the
needy in our community. Have a Blest Week!
