Diocese of Knoxville on June 12.

e Digital copies of the prints will be available on dioknox.org starting June 15.

e You may also select any image of the Sacred Heart of your choosing, either
purchasing a new image or using one you already have.

[[] SELECT A PLACE OF HONOR

e Choose a prominate place in your home to display the image of the Sacred Heart:
a living room wall, a side table, or fireplace mantel are all stuitable places.

e Identify a small table on which to place the image before the ceremony. If possible
this should be in a different room so that the image can be carried in procession to
the place of honor.
