When doing student report cards, there was a 

comment the teacher could choose that read: inat-

tentive and easily distracted. Could that comment 

describe your spiritual life? We can become so 

consumed with myriad distractions and preoccu-

pations and lose our connection to what is really 

significant and important. We can become dull. 

This happens in our human relationships, too. We 

can easily take the love of others for granted, 

whether it be a parent, spouse, friend, or a child. 

We assume and presume that their love will al-

ways be there and do very little to cultivate, reju-

venate, and deepen it. Presumption can become a 

great sin. 

 

We do the same thing with God and our spiritual 

lives. We presume that God will be merciful. Be-

cause we believe that in the end God is going to 

forgive us anyway, then why put a lot of effort 

into things now? Whatõs the point? Itõs far easier 

to find a comfortable spot, curl up and take a nap! 

There is no immediate urgency to staying awake 

and attentive, so we think, and we simply fly by 

the seat of our pants. Assuming and presuming 

too much about our relationships, especially our 

relationship with God, can lead to neglect and 

abuse. It can even lead to a sense of entitlement, 

where we actually believe that something is due 

us without much effort on our part.  

 

Folks who are distracted and preoccupied can 

find their relationships, especially the primary 

ones, drifting away. You can actually be married 

to someone for many years and wake up one 

morning realizing that you really do not know 

them or truly recognize them. We have to desire 

God in order to recognize God. We have to open 

our hearts, minds, and souls to His Presence so 

that we can be rejuvenated and refreshed. But we 

cannot do this if we are distracted or napping. We 

have to be awake and alert! As a young child ea-

gerly watches for and anticipates that arrival of 

their parent home, so too we must watch for 

Godõs presence. If the anticipation of Godõs arrival 

does not excite us and rouse us, then we need to 

ask why. The wise person keeps vigilant watch, 

knowing that in the end they will not be disap-

pointed.

SOME  ADJUSTMENTS  TO M ASS DURING  
COVID -19 

The last executive order issued by the governor 
stated that the use of face masks is required also 
for indoor gatherings, especially where social 
distancing is not possible or not practiced. Those 
who have medical issues that would make wear-
ing a mask create a difficulty to breath properly, 
those who cannot remove the mask by them-
selves and children 5 years old and younger are 
exempt from this mandate.  

Therefore I have and am recommending all our 
parishioners to please wear a mask, especially 
when you enter and exit the church. These are 
the moments when the most interactions with 
others occur. Once seated in church, those who 
have health issues and need to remove the mask 
may do so. 

For the distribution of holy Communion, I ask 
that you remove the mask before you approach 
the priest to receive the consecrated host in your 
hand. That way you will have both hands availa-
ble to receive Jesus. Do not wait until you receive 
the host in your hand then remove the mask. 

I have also started wearing the mask during dis-
tribution of holy Communion. As I have said 
before from the beginning I have difficulty 
breathing when wearing a mask. I will try and 
find different ways to wear so I donõt have to 
keep adjusting it while distributing holy Com-
munion.  

These are very difficult times and we all need to 
make some sacrifices to make sure everybody 
feels safe when entering our churches to worship 
God and to worship as a community. I urge 
those over 65 years of age who do not feel com-
fortable attending Mass and all those who have 
health issues and are more susceptible to the vi-
rus to stay home and be safe. We remember you 
at every Mass we celebrate as a community.
