When I became the pastor of Our Lady of Victory
in addition to being pastor of Saint Matthew, it was
clear that some adjustments would have to be made
to the Mass schedule at both parishes. As you are
probably aware, that meant “losing” a Mass at each
parish. There is no longer an 11:00 Mass at our
parish (nor is there an early Sunday morning Mass at
Saint Matthew). Folks at both parishes seem to have
adjusted to the change, and there has been no
difficulty with parishioners from one parish or the
other attending Mass at “the other parish”.

However, there has been some ‘“collateral
damage”! Some of the folks who had served as
lectors or Communion Ministers at Our Lady of
Victory, especially those who assisted at the former
11:00 Sunday Mass, have dropped off the schedule.
The same thing has happened in the other direction
as well, in regard to the former 8:00 Sunday morning
Mass at Saint Matthew. So, I would encourage two
things: First, that those who used to serve as
liturgical ministers at our 11:00 Mass, consider
signing on to serve at the 10:30 Mass at Saint
Matthew, or at one of the other Masses here at Our
Lady of Victory. (Yes, I am also encouraging this “in
reverse” with the folks at Saint Matthew!) The
second encouragement would be for anyone who may
be interested to consider stepping forward to serve as
a lector, or a Communion Minister, at either Our
Lady of Victory Mass and/or at Saint Matthew. While
we are certainly “loyal” to our home parishes, we do
need to remember that we are called to serve the
Church as a whole, not simply our own particular
parish! Just something to think about!
