Thank you in advance for making our Holiday Food Basket Ministry a success! Thanksgiving Food Baskets 

collection and distribution were a huge victory and we could not have done it without the donation of food, 

funds, and time by you, our generous parishioners! We have changed the menu slightly for Christmas and will 

again distribute 100 baskets to members of our local community. We are requesting food donations 

according to the first letter of your last name: 

• A, B. C – Potatoes (one 4- or 5- pound bag) AND Cookie Mix (one box or pouch)     

• D, E, F – Stuffing (two 8 oz boxes preferred) AND Frosting (one tub)   

• G, H, I – Coffee (any variety and size) AND Cranberry sauce (two cans of 15 oz preferred) 

• J, K, L - Green Beans (two cans of 15 oz preferred) AND Yams (two cans of 15 oz preferred)    

• M, N. O - Corn (two cans of 15 oz preferred) AND Cake Mix (one box of any variety)    

•  P, Q, R – Juice (one 64 oz can or bottle) AND Gravy (two packets/cans/boxes) 

• S, T, U - Sugar (one 4- or 5-pound bag) AND Canned fruit (two cans of 15 oz preferred)    

• V, W, X – Yams (two cans of 15 oz preferred) AND Hot chocolate (one box)    

• Y & Z – Juice (one 64 oz can or bottle) AND Frosting (one tub)    

Yes, we will gladly accept more than your assigned items. At Thanksgiving, we ran short on coffee, potatoes, 

canned fruit and cranberry sauce. 

These beautiful pieces 

of art are used to decorate the grocery bags. 

Donations will be collected starting December 4th. Tables are set up in the Commons to drop off your food.
