A word from
———your Pastor...

Dear James’s,

Your ancestors, families, and priests had a vision when the parish began over 160 years ago. It
is this vision and spirit that has sustained us until now. The Beyond 28 plan is to reenergize
and re-discover that original vision once again.

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KNIGHTS OF coLumMBUS

Many of us see the Knights regularly helping around the par-
ish, but here are a few more facts about them. The Knights of
Columbus is the world's largest Catholic fraternal service or-
ganization. It was founded by Venerable Michael J. McGivney
in New Haven, Connecticut, in 1882, and was named in honor
of the explorer Christopher Columbus. Originally serving as a
mutual benefit society to working-class and immigrant Catho-
lics in the United States, it developed into a fraternal benefit
society dedicated to providing charitable services, including
war and disaster relief, actively defending Catholicism in vari-
ous nations, and promoting Catholic education. The current
Supreme Knight (worldwide leader of the K of C) is Carl A.
Anderson and our Council #14264 Grand Knight is Dan Dirn-
berger.
All the good works they do are based on four core principles:
charity, unity, fraternity, and patriotism.
On an international scale, the Knights sponsor the Special
Olympics ($600 million over 50 years) and the TV broadcast
of Vatican Masses, purchase ultrasound machines for pregnan-
cy resource centers (1000 in the U.S. alone), rebuild Christian
homes destroyed by ISIS in the Middle East ($13 million in aid
since 2014), and donate millions of dollars and volunteer hours
to various other charitable causes.
At the local level, our St. James Knights have contributed
thousands of hours of service and tens of thousands of dollars
to the parish and local charities over the past 12 years. Pro-
jects include church and facility repairs, the “Keep Christ in
Christmas” school poster contest, the “Roses for Life” pro-life
campaign, assisting at parish and school fundraisers, monthly
Masses, Cardinal Glennon Hospital, seminarians, Regina Cleri,
Special Olympics Missouri, the Religious Information Bureau,
Back Stoppers, as well as veterans and military.
All Catholic men are invited to join our Knights council for
fraternity in doing good works as well as supporting our
Church and our parish.
