• Classroom Assessments 

• Idaho Reading Indicator (IRI) for Grades K-3 
• Curriculum Based Measure (CBM) for Grades 4-8 which measures 

Words Correct per Minute Fluency 
• STAR (Informal Reading Inventory) – establishes instructional level 
• MAP (Measures of Academic Proficiency) Testing.  Grades 2-8 test in 

reading, math & language usage.  Early September and end of school 
year.  Results and goals for each student will go home in October. 

• Progress Monitoring  
– Checking for continual progress for target areas and for general 

progress for all students.
