The Baptism of the Lord  13 January 2019 
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  Today, we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord.  Christ be-
came human like us so that we could share in Godôs divine life, 
a transformation that takes place through our baptism.  The 
Christmas Season concludes with the celebration of the feast of 
the Baptism of the Lord and we begin a brief stretch of time 
where Jesus, now baptized, begins His public ministry and pro-
claims the ñGood Newsò of the Kingdom of God.  On Monday, 
January 14 we will return to Ordinary Time until Lent begins 
on March 6. 
 
  ñWhat is Ordinary Time?ò  Ordinary Time always begins 
after the Baptism of the Lord.  For us in the Roman Catholic 

Rite, the name is intended to translate the Latin term ñTempus 
per annumò (literally "time through the year").  Ordinary Time 
encompasses that part of the Christian year that does not fall 
within the seasons of Advent, Christmas, Lent or Easter in 
which óspecificô aspects of the mystery of Christ are celebrated. 
 
  Ordinary time does not need to be "ordinary," and is not 
meant to mean that somehow we get a break from the Liturgi-
cal Year.  The opposite is true: Ordinary Time celebrates "the 
mystery of Christ in all its aspects."  Important liturgical cele-
brations fall during Ordinary Time, including the Most Holy 
Trinity, Corpus Christi or the Body and Blood of Christ, All 
Saints Day, the Assumption of Mary and Christ the King.  In 
addition, the Church continues to celebrate saints days and oth-
er events.
