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Over the past months, I have been writing down questions that 
many of you have been asking.  I am going to try and continue 
to share those questions with you in this column --- along with 
the answers! 
 
MEN WEARING EARRINGS:  One of our óyoungerô parish-
ioner asked me:   ñIôm a guy.   Am I committing a sin by wear-
ing an earring?ò  
 
Answer:  No, you are not.  A young man who wears an earring 
is probably making some kind of fashion, cultural or social 
statement.  At the present time in our society, wearing an ear-
ring by both women and men seems to be the ñin thing to doò 

in many countries.  But, I also told him that ñéyou still need to 
ask your parents.ò 
 
KISSING THE POPEôS RING:  Someone from one of the 
parishes told me that while watching the Holy Father on televi-
sion they noticed that people would come up and kiss his ring 
and so they asked me: ñHow come?" 
 
Answer:  All bishops (and remember the pope is also the 
óBishop of Romeô), wear a ring as a symbol of their covenant 
love and loyalty between them and the Church and of his mar-
riage to his See (that is, his diocese).  Kissing the ring of the 
pope (known as the Fishermanôs Ring) is a sign of oneôs belief 
that he is the successor of the Apostle, St. Peter, who was given 
the authority by Christ to lead and govern His Church on earth.  
It is a gesture of acceptance of the Apostolic Authority of the 
pope and all the bishops and of our willingness to obey the 
bishop who stands in the person of Christ in his Diocese.
