THE PASTOR’S VOICE

The following is an update from the COVID-19 Task Force and
the Pastors ZOOM meeting with Bishop Nickless and the staff
of the Chancery. Fr. Pelzel provided an update on Mass proto-
col and other sacramental issues discussed during this week’s
COVID-19 Task Force meeting.

Mass Protocol — Congregational singing at Masses is prohibit-

ed for the time being in order to reduce droplets that spread viral
contamination propelled from the mouth while singing and to
minimize the time parishioners spend in close proximity to one
When music is used it should be very limited, with

another.
only one cantor and one accompanist - no choirs. Instrumental
music is allowed, but CD’s and other recorded music is not.
Holy Communion — The decision has been made to maintain
the current protocol of distributing the Eucharist after the end of
Mass. While we have received reports from dissatisfied parish-
ioners, we also have reports from parishioners who feel safe
because the Eucharist is being distributed in this manner. Those

electing to receive the host on their tongue should refrain from
receiving Communion until the very end. Reconciliation —
Once appropriate accommodations have been made pastors may,

Daily (Weekday) Masses will resume in the Blessed Trinity Cath-
olic Parishes beginning the week of August 16. Please check the
Calendar of Events and Mass Intention on page 4 of the bulletin
for times and locations. Face covering and use of hand sanitizer at
the main entrance of the church is REQUIRED. Only the NORTH
side of the church will be available for seating. Remember to use
social distancing in the pews and when receiving Holy Commun-
ion. Private prayer will still be available half an hour before Mass.
Due to the need to sanitize/disinfect the doors and pews after every
Mass, volunteers are needed at St. John to help with the cleaning.

Collection/Offertory Baskets are available at the main entrances
of the church for your offertory and second collection envelopes or
you may mail or drop off your support at the Rectory. Thank you
for your much needed prayerful and financial support.

Use of Church Facilities for all Organizational Meetings includ-
ing the Sacred Heart Rosary Society, St. John Altar Society, St.
Joseph Guild, Knights of Columbus, Catholic Daughters of the
Americas have been postponed temporarily due to the Diocesan
COVID-19 mandate. Parish facilities other than the main body of
the church are not open to the public or for family events at this
time.

at their discretion, re-establish times to hear Confessions. A
large enough space for safe-distancing while allowing for the
privacy of penitents is needed and sanitization protocol must be
followed. Consider using a moveable barrier, plexiglass, or
screen which can be placed in front of the door of a confessional
or reconciliation room, or as a barrier between the penitent and
the priest. Masks must be worn the entire time. To limit the
penitent’s touching of surfaces, kneeling is discouraged, and
they should be instructed to remain standing (if possible) when
they approach the barrier or screen. Ushers may be utilized to
bring people to the priest if they are waiting in a parking lot or
are otherwise distanced. Communion to the Homebound —
Concern remains high that entering homes to distribute Holy
Communion puts priests, deacons, EMHCs, and family mem-
bers at potential risk. Established protocol of nursing homes

and hospitals must be followed when distributing Communion
or anointing people in those facilities. Bulletin Distribution —
At this time and lasting into the foreseeable future, protocol pro-

hibiting hymnals, fliers, and other loose or paper materials re-
mains in place. Bulletins should not be handed out or made
available for pick-up at churches. Covid-19 — Overall numbers
for the State of lowa continue to climb. Our Diocese has hit a
plateau and is showing a slight increase. Six counties within the
Diocese of Sioux City now have reported outbreaks in long-term
care facilities. The Covid-19 task force for the Dioceses for the
State of lowa continues to meet.

Two young diocesan
priests - Father Travis Crotty and Father Shane Deman launched a
new podcast Tuesday — Qutcast Catholic on all major podcast
directories, such as Apple Podcasts, Spotify, Sticher, Google Pod-
casts, and Amazon Alexa. It is unique to Midwestern Catholics
with a hope to reach Catholics who may feel disenfranchised or
outcast. They also hope to evangelize those who may think the
Catholic Church is not relevant in today's world.
