On Wednesday, October 7, we will celebrate the memorial
of Our Lady of the Rosary. For centuries, the rosary has been a
comforting and important prayer for Catholics as we reflect on
the mysteries of Christ’s life, as it takes us through the high and
low points of His mother. The Joyful Mysteries cover a period
of 13 years; the Sorrowful Mysteries cover a painful span of 18
hours and the Glorious Mysteries extend over a number of
years. The newest Mysteries of the Rosary, called the Luminous

St. JOHN THE BAPTIST BELL TOWER PROJECT 2020

Work on the grand bell tower will begin this week. The project
entails the removal of the existing copper finial on top of the
dome. Due to the age of the structure and the effect of the ele-
ments over the years, portions of the finial have been coming off
and we have discovered that the base is cracking. Falling debris
also poses a high risk of personal injury. Further investigation has
revealed that the wood inside the finial has rotted and deteriorated
over the years. A new cross and ornament will be fabricated and
installed. Another immediate concern is the integrity of the tower
structure itself due to the weight of the two bells housed inside the
tower. All copper from the dome will be replaced, both bells
which have not been used for several years will be removed and
stored for future projects, ice and water shields will be installed
along with some extensive masonry, tuck pointing and brick re-
placement. Copper louvers and screens will be added on the win-
dows under the dome. The time has come to properly renovate our
bell tower for future generations and this $225,000.00 project will
make our bell tower sound and strong for many years to come.
Proceeds from the November 7th Bazaar will go towards the cost
of this project. You can also make a tax-deductible donation to the
project; gifts of grain or stock are welcome!
