She lived most of the
last century from 1893 to 1980 and is sometimes called the saint of the third millennium

Dorothy did not begin her adult life as a holy person. She embraced the loose lifestyle)

Roaring Twenties and what was then the wild scene in Greenwich Village in New York City.

She was no Mother Theresa. In fact, she was the antithesis of Mother Theresa.
But then Dorothy found God. Actually, He was always there. She just stopped

shutting Him out of her life. She became a fervent Catholic, a dedicated Christian. She led
a reform within the establish Church of America to reach out to the poor, the needy arld the
desperate. She was a crusader for social justice, a pacifist and even an agitator, at least in thg

areas where she saw the local and national government existing only for itself.

There is talk Dorothy Day should be canonized, made a saint. She would have peen
completely repulsed by that thought. In fact, even during her life when people suggested that

she would be made a saint by the church, s
so easily. After all, people tend to view saints as doing that which is beyond normal human
life. She was really quite normal. She wanted normal people to join her in finding Chrigt in
others.
