In response to Pope Francis’ death, announced today by The Vatican, Most Rev. David
Konderla, Bishop of Tulsa and Eastern Oklahoma, has issued the following statement:

“The light of faith: this is how the Church’s tradition speaks of the great gift brought by
Jesus. These are the first words of “Lumen Fidei,” the first Encyclical of Pope Francis at the
beginning of his pontificate.

As aJesuit priest, then Bishop, then Cardinal, and finally as our Holy Father these past 12
years, Pope Francis dedicated his life to inviting all to see and know Jesus Christ, the light
of the world, the light of faith and the loving Savior.

His heroic service, well past the age most people retire and begin to rest, is a testament to
his burning desire to make Jesus known, especially to those on the margins.

Now, as we commend him to God, let us take up and continue the ministry of the Church:
Spreading the good news that Jesus is Lord and loves and saves all who put their faith in
him.”
