Fortunately, 
what started as an extremely restrictive situation 
gradually opened up so that we are able to see anyone 
who wants us to come. 
Something that has not quite recovered is our ministry to 
bring Holy Communion to those Catholic residents 
every week. 

I would like to extend the invitation to our extraordinary 
ministers - and anyone who is interested in becoming 
one - to take part in bringing the Eucharist to our 
brothers and sisters who are not able to come to Mass. 
There are two facilities in Wintersville (Sienna & Dixon 
Nursing Homes) and I would love to have a group of 
people who are able to bring Holy Communion to the 
Catholic residents every week.
