This Thursday, we celebrate the feast day of two pivotal 
figures in the history of our Church: Saints Peter and 
Paul. 
 

St. Peter was famously a fisherman - Jesus found him 
and called him on the shore of the Sea of Galilee. He 
made this fisherman into the leader of His apostles - the 
rock on which Jesus would build His Church.  
 

Despite Peter’s important role and great faith, the 
gospels do not hold back from showing us his humanity. 
We see him struggle with Jesus’ words, particularly 
when Jesus predicts His suffering and death. When Jesus 
finally enters into His passion, Peter denies even 
knowing Him.  
 

Most importantly, Peter comes back. He does not 
despair. He embraced his role as the first pope and lead 
the Church in sharing the good news about Jesus.  
 

Peter’s life ended in Rome where he, along with the rest 
of the Church, faced persecution. He was crucified on an 
upside-down cross and then buried on Vatican Hill. St. 
Peter’s Basilica marks the site of his tomb. 
 

St. Peter is often shown in art with an upside-down cross 
or holding the “keys to the kingdom.” (See Matthew 
16:19) 
 

St. Paul was a Pharisee who persecuted the early 
Church. His life was changed by an encounter with the 
risen Jesus on the road to Damascus. From that point on, 
the trajectory of Paul’s life completely changed.  
 

He became a great evangelist and spent the rest of his 
life sharing the gospel in the gentile communities 
throughout Asia Minor, Greece, and, ultimately, Rome. 
His letters to Christians in these places make up a large 
portion of the New Testament.  
 

Paul was beheaded in Rome and the basilica of St. Paul 
Outside the Walls was built over his tomb. He is often 

depicted holding a sword – a reference to the ““sword of 
the spirit” (Ephesians 6:17) and to the way he died. 
 
 

 
If you come to mass at Blessed Sacrament, you may 
have noticed some new musicians assisting with our 
liturgies. I’d like to introduce them and explain what 
they do. All three of these musicians are parishioners 
who want to share their gifts with the parish.  
 

Lynne Ros plays the organ and also directs the choir. 
She has helped in those capacities at different times over 
the past couple of years but is now playing on a regular 
basis. 
 

Eliza Symington plays the piano and sings. She directs 
the Bishop Mussio Jr. High choir and plays at many of 
the masses at Catholic Central. Eliza is sometimes joined 
in singing by her talented daughters. 
 

Molly Stueve is the campus minister at Catholic Central 
as well as a Christian recording artist. You can find her 
music on Apple and Spotify. She plays the guitar and 
sings - and, as you have probably noticed, is introducing 
some new selections to our liturgies.
