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Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity 

 The Solemnity of 
the Most Holy Trinity is 
celebrated on the Sunday 
after Pentecost.  This year 
it takes place on Sunday, 
June 11.  It celebrates the 
Christian doctrine of the 
Trinity, the three Persons 
of God:  the Father, the 
Son, and the Holy Spirit.   

 It may be easier to 
relate to the first Person of 
the Blessed Trinity since 
we have an experience of 
fatherhood.  Though hu-
man fatherhood is an im-
perfect reflection of the 
fatherhood of God the Fa-
ther, it does help us to re-
late to the first Person of 
the Blessed Trinity.  Even 
though the Father remains 
invisible and transcendent, 
He is manifested in the 
Son.   

 We can relate more 
easily to the second Person 

of the Blessed Trinity, God 
the Son.  By becoming 
man, the Son entered into 
the realm of the experien-
tially visible.  He was able 
to be seen and touched.  
Because the Son assumed 
our human nature, we can 
relate to Him as our broth-
er.   

 Even though the 
Holy Spirit may be more 
difficult to understand and 
relate to, it is important 
that we make the effort.  
He has been revealed to us 
by Jesus who often spoke 
about Him.  Just as Jesus 
taught us to recognize and 
invoke God as Father, He 
also taught us the divine 
Personhood of the 
Holy Spirit.  He 
spoke of the Holy 
Spirit in personal 
terms, as our advo-
cate, defender, and 
consoler.  He taught 
us that this Person, 
the Holy Spirit, 
whom the Father 
would send in His 
name, would teach 
us everything and 
remind us of all that 
He taught us.  
These activities, 
ñteaching and re-
minding,ò show 

that the Holy Spirit is not 
an impersonal force, but a 
Divine Person. 

 When we were 
baptized, we were put into 
a close personal relation-
ship with the three Divine 
Persons.  We were intro-
duced into the intimacy of 
the Trinity.  We are re-
minded of this every time 
we make the sign of the 
cross and renew our rela-
tionship with the Father 
and the Son and the Holy 
Spirit.

The Transfiguration of the Lord 
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 The Feast of the 
Transfiguration of the Lord 
is celebrated on August 6th 
this year.  The word transfig-
uration means to have a 
complete change in the ap-
pearance or form of Jesus.  
This took place in the pres-
ence of the disciples and He 
was now brighter than light, 
revealing His true glory to 
them.   
 In the transfiguration 
Moses and Elijah appear and 

talk with the Lord.   Moses 
represents the Law, and Eli-
jah the Prophets; Moses rep-
resents those who have died 
in the Lord, and Elijah those 
who have not.  Moses wrote 
the Law which anticipated 

the sacrificial atonement of 
the Messiah; Elijah was to 
come to prepare the hearts of 
the people for the coming of 
the Lord.  Moses went up to 
Mount Sinai and because he 
was with the Lord of Glory 
there, his face shone when he 
came back down.  Elijah did 
not die, but was taken up to 
glory in the whirlwind and 
the chariot of fire.  Here the 
two of them speak to Christ, 
and the parallel accounts tell 
us they spoke of Jesusõ 
òdepartureó.  They spoke of 
His coming death; but by the 
term the Bible uses we know 
they spoke of it as the fulfill-
ment of the great deliverance 
in Egypt.  Jesusõ death would 
be the exodus from the 
bondage of sin in the world.   
 The three disciples 
saw the glory of the Lord 
Jesus, so that they knew He 
was the divine Son who came 
into the world.  They were 
still unclear about His death 
and resurrection, but after-
ward they would understand 
more fully the reason for this 
revelation on the mountain.   

 The transfiguration 
revealed that He is the Lord 
of Glory, that everything He 
did pleased the Father, and 
that He is the one to be 
obeyed.  The glorious ap-
pearance and the voice from 
heaven left no doubt in the 
minds of the disciples. 
 The transfiguration 
itself instructs us as well as to 
the true nature of Jesus.  But 
it also gives us a glimpse of 
what is yet to be, not only of 
his appearance in heaven, but 
our glorification as well.  We 
are to begin the changes now 
in our spiritual life, and God 
will complete it in our actual 
translation to glory.
