FASTING -- To be concerned about others, to be aware of their 
needs that takes real self-denial. If we are concerned only 
with our own convenience, our own comfort, our own rights, 
or even our own perfection, we will never follow the teaching 
of Jesus Christ. His teaching requires that we go out of our-
selves to love and care for others. While we fast from certain 
things, it is time to feast on other things:  
•Fast from judging others: Feast on the Christ dwelling in oth     
ers.  
•Fast from emphasis on differences: Feast on the unity of all 
life.  
•Fast from discontent: Feast on gratitude.  
•Fast from anger: Feast on patience.  
•Fast from complaining: Feast on appreciation.  
•Fast from bitterness: Feast on forgiveness.  
•Fast from self-concern: Feast on compassion for others.  
•Fast from idle gossip: Feast on the purposeful silence.  
•Fast from personal anxiety: Feast on unceasing prayer.

I would like to ask you — but don’t say it aloud, 
everyone respond in his heart: when was the last time you 
made your confession? Everyone think about it ... Two days, 
two weeks, two years, twenty years, forty years? Everyone 
count, everyone say ‘when was the last time I went to confes-
sion?’. And if much time has passed, do not lose another day. 
Go, the priest will be good. Jesus is there, and Jesus is more 
benevolent than priests, Jesus receives you, he receives you 
with so much love.
