The Real Presence: What Catholics Believe about the
Eucharist
« For Catholics, the Eucharist is not merely a symbol or re
minder of Jesus—it is Jesus Himself, truly present: Body, Blood,
Soul, and Divinity. At the Last Supper, Christ declared, “This is
my body... this is my blood” (Mt 26:26-28). He did not say “this
represents.” The Church has always understood these words
literally, believing that through the power of the Holy Spirit and
the words of consecration spoken by the priest, the bread and
wine become the very Body and Blood of Christ—a mystery
called transubstantiation.
« This belief is deeply rooted in Scripture. In John 6, Jesus
insists, “My flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink.” When
many disciples walked away, He did not soften His teaching,
because He meant it. From the earliest centuries, Christians
gathered for the “breaking of the bread,” recognizing the living
Christ in the Eucharist.
« To receive Communion is to encounter Christ Himself—His
saving presence that nourishes, heals, and unites us with God
and one another. The Eucharist is not something we watch; itis
Someone we adore. Every Mass is a miracle, and every Host
contains the same Jesus who walked among us two thousand
years ago.
