Registration timeline and tuition fees

The regular registration deadline is open through September 1, 2025. Registrations submitted after September 1
will include a late registration fee per child, and the child’s name may be placed on a waitlist; the faith formation staff will
confirm with you via email if we are unable to place your child’s name on our active roster. Please see the table below for
registration fee information.

e Middle school (6th-8th grades) faith formation moves to two Sunday evenings a month, 5:30 PM to 7:30 PM (same
evenings as high school Confirmation classes are held).
e High school Confirmation class will now be held from 5:30 PM to 7:30 PM (and will still meet two Sunday evenings a
month).
o Parent formation classes will be offered once a month during Wednesday evening faith formation class time.

e Please ensure that you use the “Faith Formation Registration” field on the payment page.
o Additionally, to the right of the payment amount you enter, please add the name(s) of the child or children
for whom you are paying registration fees.
e You can make one payment reflecting the total fee amount if you are paying for more than one child.
Payments can also be made with cash or check at the parish office during normal business hours.
