Our PRE program is specifically designed to minister to and support parents as they strive to 
fulfill their important mission of bringing up their children in the Catholic faith.  
 
Adult faith formation opportunities and community-building events are offered by the parish 
throughout the year. Parents are strongly encouraged to participate to:  develop their own 
spirituality, demonstrate to their children the importance they place on growing in wisdom and 
grace before God, better equip themselves for their continuing mission as their children’s 
primary catechists, and, lastly, enjoy the fellowship of the parish community.  
 
Children learn best when they can connect the topic to their everyday lives. By making the 
Catholic faith part of the daily life and decision-making of the family, parents provide the vital 
link between what we learn in religious education and how the children actually live their lives, 
now and in the future 
 
The following are some specific ways parents may take an active role in their child’s religious 
education: 
 

• Attend Mass regularly on Sundays as a family. This is the one most important thing you 
can do to form a strong and lasting relationship between your child and God.  Parents are 
most effective when they set good examples. If faith is important to you, your child will 
embrace his/her faith as well. 

• Take time to greet our parish priests with your family after Mass.  Talk to your children on 
the way home about the Mass.   

• Ask your child what he/she is being taught in Religious Education and don’t take “nothing” 
or “not much” as an answer! Our teachers follow a teaching guide, and specific teaching 
goals are set for every grade level. 

• Meet your child’s catechist either before or after class. Parents should know who is 
teaching their child, and teachers appreciate your interest.  
 
 

 



 

Sacrament General Information 
 

• Preparation for sacraments is a two-year process. This means in order to receive First 
Communion and First Reconciliation in 2nd grade, the child must be enrolled in Catholic 
School or PRE in 1st grade. In order to receive Confirmation in 8th grade, the child must be 
enrolled in Catholic School or PRE in 7th grade. 
 

• All Catholic children between 1st grade and 8th grade should be receiving Religious 
Education every year – either in a Catholic School or in our PRE program. 
Additionally, children who are homeschooled must be registered through the PRE 
program. 
 

• Confirmation Preparation - The first year of Confirmation Preparation begins in the 7th 
grade.  Seventh grade parents should be aware that students will perform 14 hours of 
service during the year.  (Please see Confirmation Guidelines in this handbook for more 
information.) 

 
• Parent Sacrament Meetings – It is required by the Diocese of Memphis that the parents 

of children who will be receiving First Reconciliation, First Communion and Confirmation 
attend parent meetings 

o For First Reconciliation/First Communion, parents must attend one meeting for 
Reconciliation and one meeting for Eucharist, for a total of two meetings.   

o For Confirmation, parents must attend the Confirmation Program Overview and 
one Confirmation Session, for a total of two meetings.   

 

Should any child miss a significant number of religion classes and/or 
parents fail to attend the Parent Sacrament Meetings, it could result in 
delaying the sacrament for the child. 

 
 
 

 
 

 



 

Guidelines for Placement in Religious Education 
Classes 

 
In the Diocese of Memphis, sacrament preparation is a two-year process.  A student must have 
been enrolled in religious education for a full year prior to the year in which they plan to receive 
the sacrament.   Our diocese celebrates the sacraments of First Reconciliation and First 
Communion in 2nd grade.  Confirmation is celebrated in the 8th grade. 
 
Class Placement: 
We have the following classes available in our Religious Education 
Program:  
• 4K – 8th grade Traditional Classes  
• Preparation Classes for elementary and middle school students 

who did not receive sacraments at the traditional time to 
prepare for and receive sacraments. 

• High School Sacrament Classes for students in high school to 
prepare for and receive sacraments. 

 
In general, students who have received their sacraments at the traditional time will be assigned 
to the PRE class that corresponds to their grade level in school, 4K – 8th grade.  Students must 
turn 4 on or before August 15th to be placed in a 4K class. 
 

 
 

Placement For Students Who Did Not Receive  
Sacraments at the Traditional Time 

 
First Year of Preparation: 

• Students in 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th and 7th grade will be placed in their current grade level class for 
the FIRST YEAR- no sacraments will be received.   

• Students in 2nd grade will be placed in YEAR ONE COMMUNION (P.R.E. 1st grade)  
• If child has not yet been baptized, parents should attend a baptism class and plan to have 

the child baptized in the spring of the first year of enrollment in religious education. 
 
Second Year of Preparation (Sacraments will be received this year) 

• Students in 4th, 5th and 6th will be placed in a SACRAMENT PREP class.  Students will 
receive the sacraments of Reconciliation and First Communion in the spring.  

• Students in 7th grade will be assigned to a 7th grade, (Confirmation 1 class), so they will be 
on track for Confirmation.  They will still receive Reconciliation and First Communion in 
the spring. 
 

 
 
 



 

 
 
For older students (8th – 11th grades)  
First Year of Preparation: 

• The student will be placed in a HIGH SCHOOL Confirmation 1 class 
• If student has not yet been baptized, parents should attend a baptism class and plan to 

have the student baptized in the spring of the first year of enrollment in religious 
education. 

Second Year of Preparation (Sacraments will be received this year) 
• Students will be placed in a HIGH SCHOOL CONFIRMATION 2 class.  Students will receive 

any sacraments they need this year, including Reconciliation, First Communion and 
Confirmation. 

• Parents are required to attend parent meetings that pertain to your child’s sacrament(s) 
during their Sacrament year.  You will receive a calendar with the dates of the meetings 
you are to attend.   

 
 
Children with Disabilities or Special Needs 
 
St. Francis of Assisi Parish desires to provide effective catechesis for those students with 
disabilities.  If your child has disabilities or special needs, please talk with the DRE and your 
child’s catechist to develop a plan for your child. We want to make inclusion successful for 
everyone.  
 
 
Homeschooling  
 

• Catholic homeschooled students are those students defined as being home schooled in all 
academic subjects by their parents, not just religion.  

• Home schooling families are encouraged and welcomed to participate in our Religious 
Education Program. This is a wonderful opportunity to foster a sense of community with 
the parish and interact with other Catholic children in a controlled and caring 
environment. 

• Homeschooled children who are in a year that a sacrament is being received must attend 
PRE classes that year (2nd grade and 8th grade).   

• Typically, we do not permit students to be homeschooled in religious education unless 
they are homeschooled in all academic subjects. 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 



 

General Information 
 
Teachers of The Word....The Catechist 
We are very blessed to have the involvement of so many dedicated men and women who 
volunteer to be teachers (catechists) and classroom aides. Their service to our program is deeply 
appreciated, and we encourage parents to get to know their child’s catechist. 
 
Class Time 
All PRE classes begin promptly at 10:15am and dismiss at 11:45am on Sunday.  Please arrive 
early so that your child has time to find their classroom and get settled before classes begin.  
Teachers will open their classroom doors at 10:00am for children to start arriving. 
 
Prayers will be led over the intercom beginning at 10:15am. At that point, all outside doors and 
gates will be securely locked for the safety of our students.  Students arriving after 10:15am 
should enter through the main office doors at the front of the school.  
 
 
Attendance 
 

• Please make PRE attendance a priority.  We want 
your students there EVERY week!  We have a 
limited number of hours a year to meet our 
requirements, so every class is important.   

• When absence is unavoidable, please complete the 
PRE absentee form on the church website.   Please 
request a “make-up” lesson from your child’s 
teacher to complete at home; this will aid in the 
continuity of curriculum for the child. 

• In the rare event that you should need to pick up 
your child early from classes, you must park and come into the main office to ask for the 
child. We will call the child’s room over the intercom and have them sent to the front office.   
You will be required to sign your child out – for the child’s safety, we will not allow a child 
to leave the building unescorted.  

• Please note: We are unable to accommodate student visitors to our Religious 
Education program due to safety and liability. 

 
 

Inclement Weather 
In the event of inclement weather, we will use the “Flocknote” communication to email/text 
parents.   Please use your own best judgement when deciding if you should venture out in severe 
weather. 

 



 

 
 
Drop- off and Pick - up Procedures 
The safety of our children is very important to us!  To ensure safety in a high-traffic parking lot 
please follow these rules: 
   

• Students in 3rd grade and below must be escorted to and from their classroom by a 
parent or older sibling.  In order to do this, parents will need to park their vehicles and 
accompany their children into and out of the school building.   
 

• Students in 4th – High School may be dropped off and enter the building on their 
own.  At the end of the PRE session, these students may go to either the middle drive or 
the drive in the front of the school to be picked up. 

 
• Children are released to parents/step-parents/guardians upon dismissal.  If your child 

may NOT be released to certain parties, you MUST provide official documentation 
specifying legal custody to the Pastor or Director of Religious Education. 

 
• Parking is allowed only in the school drive along Chimneyrock (left curb side) or along the 

middle parking lot “white line” in front of St. Edward Hall.  Parents may also park in any 
available parking spaces on campus or across the street at the church.   

 
• The drive through the middle of the school campus is for pick-up and drop-off only.  You 

may not park and leave your car in the middle drive.   Please review the traffic flow maps 
on page 11. 

 
 
 
Safety and Security  

• All outside doors and gates will remain locked 
during the PRE session.  If a parent needs to 
enter the building, please come to the main office 
doors and ring the doorbell.  After identification, 
you may enter the front office. 
 

• The entire school campus is equipped with cameras to monitor hallway, stairwell, entry 
doors and outside areas. 
 

• We will unlock parking lot gates and main entrance doors 10 minutes prior to the end of 
each session.  

 
• A guard service will be on outside patrol on the school campus during PRE hours to help 

with safety concerns and security for our program. 
 

• Fire Drills:  For our student’s safety, we will conduct one fire drill at the beginning of PRE 
to make our students and adult volunteers aware of emergency exits and safety 
procedures in the school building. 



 

 
 
Communication 
The Office of Religious Education will communicate with 
families in the following ways:

We are only a phone call away!  Please contact the Office of Religious Education if you have any 
questions or concerns at 901-435-3618  
 
Homework/Assignments 

• Each student will have a PRE folder that they bring back and forth from PRE to home.  
Inside, the lesson that was taught that day will be placed in the folder.  

• If your child has an absence, the assignment for that lesson will be included in the folder.  
Please have your child read and complete the assignment and bring it back to PRE with 
them the next week. 
 

 
Discipline 
Most of our children in our PRE program are well-behaved, which is 
expected and appreciated!   However, if there is a problem, it will be handled 
on an individual basis by the catechist, the DRE and the parents. 

• Normal discipline problems will be handled by the catechist.  If a 
problem becomes persistent, the student may be sent to the PRE office 
for a short “time out”.   

• If a child’s behavior is too disruptive to remain in the classroom, the 
child may be asked to complete the lesson in a separate space, 
supervised by an adult. 

• A continuing problem may necessitate a phone call to the parents and 
a conference with the parent. 

• If a problem persists, we may ask the child’s parent to attend the class 
with the child until the child has the ability to attend classes independently.  

 
 
Cell Phones  
Cell phones should not be seen or heard during class time except with the teacher’s permission.  
If a student uses a cell phone during class (texting, playing games, taking photos, etc.) the teacher 
has permission to take it and then return it to the student at the end of class.  If the problem 
persists, the parents may be contacted.   
Older students may research saints, service projects, etc on their phone when directed.  Also, all 
students may answer a call or text from a parent with the teacher’s permission.   
 



 

 

VIRTUS  “Power to Protect” Program for 
Kindergarten - High School 

 
 “Power to Protect” is a companion to the VIRTUS 
program in which many of us have participated. With 
VIRTUS, we were educated to identify the warning signs 
of child abuse.  In the “Power to Protect” program, our 
children are given age-appropriate instruction about 
establishing boundaries important to personal safety.  
This program consists of a short video introduction for 
each grade level and a series of discussion points. The 
material is developmentally appropriate for each age 

group and includes content and activities that reinforce the message. 
 
The St. Francis PRE program will present these lessons in the month of February, during one 
class period.  Parents have the opportunity to view all of the materials and download a parent 
handbook at our parish website www.stfrancismemphis.org .  Go to Faith Formation, then to 
Religious Education.  Parents are given the opportunity to “opt out”of this program on their 
registration form each year.  They may also download an “opt out” form from the parish website. 
Please call the Religious Education office if you have any concerns. 
 
 
VIRTUS Training  for Adults 
Protecting God’s Children is mandated by the United States Bishops and thus the Diocese of 
Memphis.  Anyone having regular contact with youth must attend the Virtus Training Program 
and agree to a background check.  All of our Teachers and Assistants have attended the training 
and agreed to the background check as required. 
 
 
Volunteers - You Can Help! 
The involvement of parents over the years has significantly contributed to the strength of the St. 
Francis PRE Program. Active parental involvement is encouraged and needed. Numerous 
opportunities exist to get involved and take part in your child's faith formation. For more 
information, call the Religious Education office at 435-3618 or go to the Faith Formation link on 
the church website to fill out an application for teacher or assistant in our classrooms. 
 
We rely on teens who have completed Confirmation to help us in 4K – 3rd grade classrooms.
