“Do not Condemn and 
you will not be 
Condemned” 

  
People presented to Jesus a woman caught in 
the very act of adultery. Everyone knew her 
destiny would be death by stoning as that was 
established in the law of Moses. No one says 
anything of the adulterer. He is not to be seen 
anywhere. As always in a patriarchal society, 
women are condemned, and men dispensed. 
Jesus’ challenge of that rule has no palliatives: 
“The law of Moses commands us to stone 
adulterers. What do you say?” Jesus could not 
take any longer 
that social 
hypocrisy 
fueled by the 
arrogance of 
men. That 
death sentence 
did not come 
from God!  
 
With admirable 
simplicity and 
audacity, and introducing at the same time 
truth, justice and compassion in the trial of the 
adulteress, Jesus asks: “He who is without sin 
let cast the first stone.” The accusers left the 
place ashamed. They knew in their hearts that 
men are the most responsible for the adulteries 
committed in that society. 
  
Then Jesus addresses to the woman who just 
escaped execution and, with great tenderness 
and respect, utters: “Neither do I condemn 
you.” Then Jesus encourages her to seize this 
opportunity of forgiveness to become the 
starting point of a new life: “Go, and sin no 
more.” 
 
That is the way Jesus is.  
 
At last, there exists on earth someone who will 

not be conditioned or influenced by any law or 
oppressive power; someone free and 
magnanimous who never hated or condemned 
anyone, someone who never returned evil for 
evil. In Jesus’ defense and forgiveness of this 
woman there is more Truth and Justice than in 
our demands, complains, and resentful 
condemnations.  
 
We Christians have not yet been able to draw 
all the consequences, which are enclosed in 
the liberating actions of Jesus against the 
oppression of women. Directed and inspired by 
almost all male-dominated Church, we fail to be 
aware of all the injustices that women continue 

to suffer in all 
areas of life. 
Some 
theologians 
speak about 
the “ignored 
and dormant 
revolution” of 
Christian 
communities 
yet to arrive.  
 

The truth is that, twenty centuries later, in the 
countries of supposedly Christian roots, we still 
live in a society where women often cannot 
move freely without fear of man. The rape, 
abuse and humiliation are not imaginary 
events. On the contrary, they constitute one of 
the most deeply rooted forms of violence, 
which generate much suffering. 
 
Why is it that the suffering of women does not 
take a more vivid and concrete form in our 
celebrations, and even a more important cry in 
our efforts to awaken a more social justice 
awareness? But above all, should not we be 
closer to all oppressed women and report all 
types of abuse, and provide quick defense and 
effective protection?

NEW STATION OF LIFELONG CONVERSION This week we begin the new station which is a time for us to further our appreciation of 
the Liturgical Life of our Church as defined by the US Catholic Bishop (see the Catechism, nos. 1066-1690).  Succinctly, they have 
identified these specific areas below, aspects of which we’ll be featuring over the next three months: 

• Understand, live, and bear witness to the paschal mystery, celebrated and communicated through the sacramental life of the 
Church. 

• Learn and embrace in one’s life church doctrine on the Eucharist and the other sacraments.  

• Acquire the spirituality, skills, and habits of full, conscious, and active participation in the liturgy, especially the eucharistic 
liturgy. 

• Value the dignity of the baptismal priesthood and of the ordained priesthood and their respective roles in liturgical celebration 
and Christian mission. 

• Appreciate and appropriately participate in the Church's daily prayer, the Liturgy of the Hours, and learn to pray the psalms, “an 
essential and permanent element of the prayer of the Church.”

Unas personas le presentaron a 
Jesús una mujer atrapada en el 
acto de adulterio. Todos sabían 
que su destino sería la muerte 
por lapidación, tal como estaba 
establecida en la ley de Moisés. 
Nadie dice nada sobre adúltero. 

No se le ve por ninguna parte. Como siempre 
en una sociedad patriarcal, las mujeres son 
condenadas y mientras los hombres son 
dispensados. El modo como Jesús se 
enfrenta a esa regla no tiene paliativos: "La 
ley de Moisés nos ordena a los adúlteros de 
piedra. ¿Tú qué dices?" Jesús no podía 
aguantar más la hipocresía social alimentada 
por la arrogancia de los hombres. Esa 

sentencia de muerte no venía de Dios.  

Con admirable sencillez y audacia, e 
introduciendo al mismo tiempo la verdad, la 
justicia y la compasión en el juicio de la 
adúltera, Jesús pregunta: "El que esté sin 
pecado tire la primera piedra". Los 
acusadores dejaron el lugar avergonzados. 
Sabían en sus corazones que los hombres 
son los más responsables de los adulterios 

cometidos en aquella sociedad. 

Después Jesús se dirige a la mujer que acaba 
de escapar de la ejecución y, con gran ternura 

y respeto, expresa: "Tampoco yo te condeno". 
Luego Jesús la alienta a aprovechar esta 
oportunidad de perdón para convertirse en el 
punto de partida de una nueva vida: "Ve, y no 

peques más ". 

Así es Jesús. 

Por fin, en la tierra existe alguien que no se 
deja condicionar o influir por leyes o poderes 

opresivos; alguien libre y magnánimo que 
nunca odió ni condenó a nadie, alguien que 
nunca devolvió mal por mal. En la defensa de 
Jesús y el perdón de esta mujer, hay más 
Verdad y Justicia que en nuestras protestas, 

quejas y condenas llenas de resentimiento. 

Parece que los cristianos aún no hemos 
podido sacar todas las consecuencias, que 
están incluidas en las acciones liberadoras de 
Jesús contra la opresión de las mujeres. 

Nuestras comunidades, que están dirigidas e 
inspiradas por grupos dominadas por 
hombres, no parecen ser conscientes de 
todas las injusticias que tantas mujeres 
siguen sufriendo en todos los ámbitos de la 
vida. Algunos teólogos hablan de la 
"revolución ignorada y dormida" de las 
comunidades cristianas que aún están por 

llegar. 

La verdad es que, veinte siglos después, en 
los países de raíces supuestamente 
cristianas, todavía vivimos en una sociedad 
donde las mujeres a menudo no pueden 
moverse libremente sin temor al hombre. La 
violación, el abuso y la humillación no son 
sucesos imaginarios. Por el contrario, 
constituyen una de las formas de violencia 
más arraigadas, y que generan mucho 

sufrimiento. 

¿Por qué el sufrimiento de las mujeres no 
toma una forma más viva y concreta en 
nuestras celebraciones, e incluso por qué no 
damos más cabida a sus gritos para despertar 
una mayor conciencia de la justicia social? 
Pero, sobre todo, ¿no deberíamos estar más 
cerca de todas las mujeres oprimidas y 
reportar todo tipo de abuso, y proporcionar 

una defensa rápida y una protección efectiva?
