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STATIONS OF LIFELONG CONVERSION: “LITURGICAL LIFE” άBaptism 
isn’t just about water.  When Jesus said, “Go and make disciples of all 
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of 
the Holy Spirit” (Mt 28:19), he did not imagine anything like the modern 
(or even the ancient) catechumenate. What he meant by baptism was and 
is a mystery. It’s not a mystery in the sense of a detective novel that we 
will solve if given enough clues. It is mystery in the sense a couple I met 
several years ago. They were probably in their 80s. And they were acting 
like teenagers in love. I asked them if perhaps they were newly married. 
“No,” said the wife. “We’ve been married for 62 years.” The husband 
added, “We’re still waiting to see if it works out!” Deep love like that is 
a mystery. It is a mystery of radical friendship and unconditional 
acceptance. When we baptize, we are not just washing away sin. We are 
initiating into a mystery of love. The water part is huge. Necessary. 
Sacramental even. But it is not all. It is part of a long continuum of 
practices that precede and follow.”
