2. Applicant munt submit an essay at least 250 words explaining how his/her invalvement in s C.Y.O., youth ministry
program or community secvice activity has influchced his/her outlook on the Rutuce and reanons for attending I.c Moyne
College.

3. Two letters of recommendation must be vent to the regional chaisperson. One recommendation must be from o puaon
susocieted with the applicant’s seevice-related activity (e.g. volunteer cootdinator, youth minister), Both recommendations
should focus on the applicant’s community involvement or service related activities. Recommendations from family
membees are aut acceptable,

4. An official high school transcript must be sent to the regional chairpesson.
