A FEW WORDS ABOUT GRIEF

Grief is a complicated process about which
there are many false assumptions. There can
be temptations to ignore it, to focus on
“being strong,” and to be upset about how
long it might last. Here are just a few
thoughts and some resources at St. Bernard’s
for dealing with grief. There is no fixed way,

o “right way,” to deal with grief. And one
person’s experience is not likely to match
perfectly with someone else’s. Coping can
involve multiple processes: acknowledging
loss and pain, accepting that grief can be
manifested in different, unexpected ways,
finding support from friends and family, and
taking advantage of therapists with expertise
in grief counseling. The goal is to find peace
from the experience of loss.

As Catholics, we can find comfort in our faith.
We can pray for greater peace and
acceptance of a loss that has taken place.
That doesn’t mean that we will find a clear
meaning and purpose for why a person has
died. God’s ways can be mysterious. We can
seek the intercession of our Blessed Mother,
who knows better than any of us what it’s like
to lose a loved one.

At St. Bernard’s, we have a process called
Grieving with Great Hope, which has been
offered annually. A relatively new resource is
Healing the Whole Person. Participants in this
course focus on discovering wounds that they
may or may not be aware of and then
seeking healing and freedom in God’s love
and mercy.
