ME, A DISCIPLE? 
 

We often hear the word “disciple” used. But 
do we have a clear understanding of what the 
word means? 
 
The Catechism tells us: “The disciple of Christ 
must not only keep the faith and live on it, 
but also profess it, confidently bear witness 
to it, and spread it.” The whole purpose of 
the Church is to be and to make disciples. 
The apostles were told, “Go and make 
disciples of all nations… teaching them to 
observe all I have commanded you.” So each 
one of us is called to be a disciple. 
 
Being a disciple is more than helping others. 
Disciples are sent to be authentic witnesses 
of faith in Jesus Christ in such a way that 
those we encounter will also want to know 
and follow Jesus. This requires training and 
commitment. Jesus uses the image of the 
harvest to communicate a sense of urgency, 
that everyone needs to be involved or the 
harvest will be less than intended. Crops will 
be lost. 
 
The staff of our parish has been undergoing 
training to effectively promote discipleship 
here at St. Bernard’s. This will require a 
major change in our understanding of what it 
means to be Catholic. We will be asked to see 
ourselves as missionary disciples, that each 
and every one of us has been given gifts from 
God to use in building up the body of Christ. 
We are all called to deepen our commitment 
to follow Jesus and to invite others to do the 
same.

BERNARD’S 

 
The monks of St. Gregory's Abbey in 
Shawnee, OK, will offer their daily 
prayers for St. Bernard of Clairvaux 
Parish on Sunday, March 15th.
