THE CATHOLIC DUTY TO EVANGELIZE

“For the Christian community is never closed
in upon itself. The life of the Christian
community... only acquires its full meaning
when it becomes a witness, when it evokes
admiration and conversion, and when it
becomes the preaching and proclamation of
the Good News. Thus it is the whole Church
that receives the mission to evangelize, and
the work of each individual member is
important for the whole.

Take a Christian or a handful of Christians
who... radiate in an altogether simple and
unaffected way their faith in values that go
beyond current values ..Through this witness
these Christians stir up irresistible questions
in the hearts of those who see how they live:
Why are they like this? Why do they live in
this way? What or who is it that inspires
them?... Such a witness is already a silent
proclamation of the Good News and a very
powerful and effective one....

Nevertheless this always remains insufficient,
because even the finest witness will prove
ineffective in the long run if it is not
explained...and made explicit by a clear and
unequivocal proclamation of the Lord Jesus.
The Good News proclaimed by the witness of
life sooner or later has to be proclaimed by
the word of life. There is no true
evangelization if the name, the teaching, the
life, the promises, the kingdom and the
mystery of Jesus of Nazareth, the Son of God
are not proclaimed.”
