SPEAKING OF BISHOP SHEEN...

Bishop Fulton Sheen, mentioned in last
week’s bulletin, will be beatified in St. Louis
on September 24, 2026. Here are a few
examples of quotations from him that capture
his wisdom and gift of expression. “Prayer
begins by talking to God, but it ends by
listening to Him.
