SHRINKING VOCABULARIES

It is probably not a surprise that children’s
vocabularies are shrinking. This has reached
the point where governments around the
world are intervening to limit the damage
that screen time is doing to children’s
language development. The obvious reality is
that screen time is taking away from reading
time. The gap is widening between children
who do read and have good vocabulary skills
and those who don’t. The internet isn't
completely harmful. There’s more variety
online, but that doesn’t mean that the variety
is being experienced.

Critics are encouraging families to read more,
have more conversations and play word
games. I know one family who has adopted
the practice of having one of the children
read a paragraph from a good book at every
family dinner. Another option would be to
have a child share a new word from the
dictionary at mealtime.

A mother I know with three young daughters
has lengthy, quiet, off-screen reading time
every evening. This has stimulated the girls
to do more reading even at other times. The
reading has fueled frequent conversations
about the contents of their books and
articles. The reading and conversations have
significantly increased the girls’ vocabularies
and their ability to express themselves.
Learning more words leads to more and
better conversations. More conversations lead
to improved abilities to express, promote and
defend ideas. Such conversations lead to
greater closeness and enjoyment in family
interactions.
