WITH MARY AFTER HOLY WEEK 
 

Mary is the icon, the image of the Church. 
She is the first Christ-bearer, giving Jesus to 
the world. She continues in this role. Holy 
Mother Church gives birth to faith in Jesus 
and nourishes that faith with its teachings 
and sacraments. So one way to draw closer 
to Jesus, to experience Him more deeply, is 
to imagine how Mary experienced Him in her 
life. 
 
How did Mary experience Jesus after the first 
Easter, after He rose from the dead? He 
certainly would have spent time then with His 
Mother. We can prayerfully use our 
imaginations in reflecting what it was like 
when Mary first saw her Son after His 
resurrection. What did she experience at that 
moment? We can share in that experience. 
 
Next, Mary would have received Jesus in the 
Eucharist after His resurrection, with Him as 
the celebrant. Again, use your imaginations 
to reflect on what it was like for Mary to 
receive the Eucharist. The Eucharist was and 
is the re-presentation of the suffering and 
death of Jesus. 
 
So each time Mary heard the words, “This is 
my body,” repeated, she would have re-lived 
her experience of Calvary, the heat, the dust, 
the jeers of the crowd, the blood, the nails, 
the death. Think of what was communicated 
between Jesus and Mary when their eyes first 
met as He carried the cross up Calvary. At 
every Mass, we can share in that experience. 
 

“Mary said, ‘Behold, I am the handmaid of 
the Lord. May it be done to me according to 

your word.’” Luke 1:38
