WHAT WE LEAVE BEHIND

A friend’s grandfather just passed away. He
was a farmer in Iowa, running a farm that
had been in the family for several
generations. There was tension in the family,
because one of the grandfather’s sons had
chosen not to live and work on the farm as an
adult. His father and two brothers were very
resentful of this decision. From the
grandfather’s perspective, the family had
always been a farming family and would
always be so. That was the identity of the
family. In a sense, the farm they worked had
been entrusted to them by their forebears.
Leaving the farm was a breach of that trust.

One of the responsibilities of parents is to
establish a family identity, to define what it
means to be a member of their family. That
identity can include aspects of work, belief
and behavior. It can include elements passed
down over time and new elements introduced
by the parents. Some elements can be
permanent. Others are more flexible. Parents
have to decide where and when there will be
flexibility.

One of the newer issues related to family
identity is the expectation of a college
education. It has been a common expectation
in many families that the children would go to
college. With the high cost of a college
education and the more limited employment
opportunities for college graduates, the
decision to attend college is no longer so
automatic. Just one of many identity issues
for parents and children to resolve.
