WHAT IS THIS SACRAMENT CALLED? 8/16/20

1328 The inexhaustible richness of this sacrament is expressed in the dif-
ferent names we give it. Each name evokes certain aspects of it. It is
called:

Eucharist, because it is an action of thanksgiving to God. The Greek
words eucharistein

1329 The Lord's Supper, because of its connection with the supper which
the Lord took with his disciples on the eve of his Passion and because it
anticipates the wedding feast of the Lamb in the heavenly Jerusalem. 143

The Breaking of Bread , because Jesus used this rite, part of a Jewish
meal, when as master of the table he blessed and distributed the bread,
144 above all at the Last Supper. 145 It is by this action that his disciples
will recognize him after his Resurrection, 146 and it is this expression that
the first Christians will use to designate their Eucharistic assemblies; 147
by doing so they signified that all who eat the one broken bread, Christ,
enter into communion with him and form but one body in him. 148

The Eucharistic assembly (synaxis) , because the Eucharist is celebrated
amid the assembly of the faithful, the visible expression of the Church. 149

1330 The memorial of the Lord's Passion and Resurrection.

The Holy Sacrifice , because it makes present the one sacrifice of Christ
the Savior and includes the Church's offering. The terms holy sacrifice of
the Mass, "sacrifice of praise," spiritual sacrifice, pure and holy sacrifice
are also used, 150 since it completes and surpasses all the sacrifices of the
Old Covenant.

1331 Holy Communion because by this sacrament we unite ourselves to
Christ, who makes us sharers in his Body and Blood to form a single body.
151 We also call it: the holy things (ta hagia; sancta) 152 - the first mean-
ing of the phrase "communion of saints" in the Apostles' Creed - the bread
of angels, bread from heaven, medicine of immortality, 153 viaticum . . ..

1332 Holy Mass (Missa) , because the liturgy in which the mystery of sal-
vation is accomplished concludes with the sending forth ( missio ) of the
faithful, so that they may fulfill God's will in their daily lives.

;.COMO SE LLAMA ESTE SACRAMENTO? 16/8/20

1328 La riqueza inagotable de este sacramento se expresa en los diferentes nom-
bres que le damos. Cada nombre evoca ciertos aspectos del mismo. Se llama:

Eucaristia, porque es una accion de accidn de gracias a Dios. Las palabras griegas
eucharistein

1329 La Cena del Sefior, por su relacion con la Cena que el Sefior celebrd con sus
discipulos en la vispera de su Pasion y porque anticipa las bodas del Cordero en la
Jerusalén celestial. 143

La Particion del Pan, porque Jesus utilizo este rito, parte de una comida judia, cuan-
do como maestro de mesa bendijo y repartié el pan, 144 sobre todo en la Ultima
Cena. 145 Es por esta accion que sus discipulos lo reconoceran después de su Res-
urreccion, 146 y es esta expresion la que usaran los primeros cristianos para
designar sus asambleas eucaristicas; 147 al hacerlo, significaron que todos los que
comen del unico pan partido, Cristo, entran en comunion con €l y forman un solo
cuerpo en él. 148

La asamblea eucaristica (synaxis), porque la Eucaristia se celebra en medio de la
asamblea de los fieles, expresion visible de la Iglesia. 149

1330 Memoria de la Pasion y Resurreccion del Sefior.

El Santo Sacrificio, porque hace presente el unico sacrificio de Cristo Salvador € in-
cluye la ofrenda de la Iglesia. También se utilizan los términos sacrificio santo de la
Misa, "sacrificio de alabanza", sacrificio espiritual, sacrificio puro y santo, 150 ya que
completa y supera todos los sacrificios de la Antigua Alianza.

1331 Sagrada Comunidn, porque por este sacramento nos unimos a Cristo, que nos
hace participes de su Cuerpo y de su Sangre para formar un solo cuerpo. 151
También lo llamamos: las cosas santas (ta hagia; sancta) 152 - el primer significado
de la frase "comunién de los santos" en el Credo de los Apdstoles - el pan de los
angeles, pan del cielo, medicina de la inmortalidad, 153 viaticum. . . .

1332 Santa Misa (Missa), porque la liturgia en la que se realiza el misterio de la
salvacion concluye con el envio (missio) de los fieles, para que cumplan la voluntad
de Dios en su vida diaria.
