MESSAGE FROM DEACON MICHEAL

The Stations of the Cross: Walking the Way of Love

Each Lent, the Church invites us to enter more deeply into the
mystery of Christ’s Passion, one way to do so is through praying
the Stations of the Cross also known as the Via Crucis or Way of
the Cross. In this devotion, we spiritually accompany Our Lord
from His condemnation to His burial, tracing the path by which,
through His holy Cross, He redeemed the world.

The Stations are not merely a recollection of past events. They
are a pilgrimage of the heart. As we move from station to station,
we contemplate what love endured for our salvation and we
learn how to carry our own crosses with faith.

Since the seventeenth century, the Church has recognized
fourteen stations marking key moments in the Passion:

1. Jesus is condemned to death. 8. Jesus meets the women of Jerusalem.

2. Jesus takes up His cross. 9. Jesus falls the third time.

3. Jesus falls the first time. 10. Jesus is stripped of His garments.

4. Jesus meets His Blessed Mother. 11. Jesus is nailed to the cross.

5. Simon of Cyrene helps carry the cross. 12. Jesus dies on the cross.

6. Veronica wipes the face of Jesus. 13. Jesus is taken down from the cross.

7. Jesus falls the second time. 14. Jesus is laid in the tomb.

Drawn from Sacred Scripture and Christian tradition, these
scenes allow us to follow Christ step by step to Calvary. In His
falls, we see our weakness. In Simon’s service and Veronica’s
compassion, we see models of charity. In His death, we
encounter the depth of divine mercy.

The Stations developed from early Christian pilgrimages to
Jerusalem, especially along the route known as the Via Dolorosa.
When travel to the Holy Land was not possible, the Church made
it possible to undertake a “pilgrimage in spirit” within one’s own
parish. The devotion is simple and accessible moving from
station to station, pausing to meditate and pray.

When Jesus calls us to “take up our cross and follow Him,” the
Stations teach us what that means. They form us in patience,
perseverance, compassion, and hope. They remind us that
suffering, united to Christ, is never meaningless.

Although the final station places Jesus in the tomb, our prayer
does not end in sorrow. We walk the Way of the Cross in the
light of Easter because the Cross leads to the Resurrection.

We invite you to pray the Stations of the Cross with us each
Friday at 6:00 pm in the church. This Lent, may we walk this
sacred path with renewed devotion, allowing Christ’s love to
shape our hearts and strengthen us to follow Him faithfully.

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Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

When | sit down to answer
emails or write a Gospel reflection
or return a phone call, | sometimes
wonder: Does any of this humdrum
work matter? Maybe you ask the
same thing about your daily labor.
Today’s Gospel, the Transfiguration,
offers a surprising answer.

Jesus leads Peter, James, and John
up a mountain. There, “his face
shone like the sun face and his
clothes become white as
light” (Matthew 17:2). That detail
regarding his clothes is worth
considering.

We know Jesus’ body is inseparably
united to the divine nature. But his
clothing? That’'s something made
by human hands. It's an artifact.
And yet it shines with the same
uncreated light. What does this
detail mean? The early Church
noted that Adam and Eve’s first act
after the Fall was to make clothing.
This clothing symbolizes all human
labor that supports our dignity. In
Jesus’ glorified garments, we see
not just the redemption of our
body, but of human effort to
protect and uplift human dignity.

Parents, your family is your work.

Baristas, plumbers, nurses,
accountants — vyour labor, your
emails, your phone «calls, your
spreadsheets — can all become

radiant when offered to God in love.
The question isn’t just do | believe
in Jesus’ glory, but do | believe he
can share it with the work of my
hands?

Lenten Challenge: Identify the
“artifact” you are making to uplift
the dignity of others: your job, your
home, your relationships.
Consciously bring it to the Lord this
Sunday at Mass. Offer it to share in
His glory. It will begin to shine.

El Via Crucis: Caminando por el Camino del Amor

Cada Cuaresma, la Iglesia nos invita a adentrarnos mas profundamente
en el misterio de la Pasion de Cristo; una forma de hacerlo es rezando el
Via Crucis. En esta devocion, acompafiamos espiritualmente a Nuestro
Sefior desde su condena hasta su sepultura, trazando el camino por el
cual, a través de su santa cruz, redimi6 al mundo.

Las Estaciones no son simplemente un recuerdo de eventos pasados.
Son una peregrinacion del corazéon. Mientras nos desplazamos de
estacion en estacion, contemplamos lo que el amor perdurd para nuestra
salvacion y aprendemos a llevar nuestras propias cruces con fe.

Inspiradas en la Sagrada Escritura y la tradicion cristiana, estas escenas
nos permiten seguir a Cristo paso a paso hasta el Calvario. En sus
caidas, vemos nuestra debilidad. En el servicio de Simén y la
compasion de Verdnica, vemos modelos de caridad. En su muerte,
encontramos la profundidad de la misericordia divina.

Las estaciones se desarrollaron a partir de las primeras peregrinaciones
cristianas a Jerusalén, especialmente a lo largo de la ruta conocida
como la Via Dolorosa. Cuando no era posible viajar a Tierra Santa, la
Iglesia hizo posible realizar una "peregrinacion en espiritu" dentro de la
propia parroquia. La devocion es sencilla y accesible, yendo de estacion
en estacion, haciendo pausas para meditar y rezar.

Cuando Jests nos llama a "tomar nuestra cruz y seguirle", las
Estaciones nos ensefian lo que eso significa. Nos forman en paciencia,
perseverancia, compasion y esperanza. Nos recuerdan que el
sufrimiento, unido a Cristo, nunca es sin sentido.

Aunque la estacion final situa a Jesus en la tumba, nuestra oracion no
termina en tristeza. Caminamos el Via Crucis a la luz de la Pascua
porque la Cruz conduce a la Resurreccion.

Te invitamos a rezar el Via Crucis con nosotros cada viernes a las 6pm
en la Iglesia. Esta Cuaresma, que recorramos este camino sagrado con
renovada devocion, permitiendo que el amor de Cristo forme nuestros
corazones y nos fortalezca para seguirle fielmente.

La liturgia de hoy esta llena de simbolos de
gloria y majestad. Si estamos atentos,
podremos descubrir el gran amor de Dios
hacia su Hijo Jesus y también hacia nosotros,
manifestado en su Transfiguracion. La gloria
futura se presenta en la nube como signo de la
presencia de Dios, asi como en los vestidos blancos y el rostro de Jesus
resplandeciente como el sol.
