MESSAGE FROM DEACON MICHAEL

Entering the Heart of Holy Week: Why the Triduum Matters

“Walk with Christ through the Last Supper, stand with Him at the Cross,
and rejoice in the victory of His Resurrection.”

Holy Week is the most important week in the Christian calendar. During
these days, the Church invites us to slow down, pray more deeply, and
walk closely with Jesus as we remember the final moments of His earthly
life, His suffering, His death on the Cross, and the joy of His Resurrection.

At the heart of Holy Week are three sacred days unlike any  other: the
Paschal Triduum. From the evening of Holy Thursday through Easter Sun-
day, the Church leads us step by step through the center of our faith, the
Passion, Death, and Resurrection of Jesus Christ. These liturgies are not
simply reminders of events long past. In a real and powerful way, the
Church makes present the saving mysteries of Christ and invites us to
enter more deeply into the story of our redemption.

The word Triduum means “three days,” yet these days form one continu-
ous celebration of the Paschal Mystery. Beginning with the Mass of the
Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday and concluding with Evening Prayer on
Easter Sunday, the Church walks with Christ through the events by which
He saved us.

On Holy Thursday, we remember the Last Supper, when Jesus gave the
Church the gift of the Eucharist and established the ministerial priest-
hood. During the Mass of the Lord’s Supper, the priest washes the feet of
members of the faithful, recalling Christ's example of humble service and
His command that we love one another as He has loved us.

On Good Friday, the Church gathers in silence for the solemn liturgy of
the Lord’s Passion. We hear the proclamation of the Passion, pray for the
needs of the world, and venerate the Cross. In the Cross, we see both the
seriousness of sin and the immeasurable love of God, who gave His
Son for our salvation.

Then comes the Easter Vigil, the high point of the entire liturgical year.
Beginning in darkness and ending in radiant light, the Church proclaims
the history of salvation through Scripture. New members are welcomed
through Baptism and Confirmation, and the faithful renew their baptismal
promises. With great joy the Church proclaims the Resurrection of Christ:
Alleluia!

Why should parishioners attend the Triduum? Because these liturgies
allow us to participate more deeply in the Paschal  Mystery, the saving
work by which Christ redeemed the world. When we take part in all three
days, we see how the Last Supper leads to the Cross, and how the Cross
leads to the empty tomb.

Participating in the Triduum strengthens our faith, renews our hope, and
reminds us of our identity as disciples of the risen Lord. It is also one of
the most meaningful ways to prepare our hearts for Easter and transform
the way we live our faith throughout the year.

This year, consider making the Triduum a priority for you and your family.
Come pray with the parish community of St.  Clement. Walk with Christ
through the Last Supper, stand with Him at the Cross, and rejoice togeth-
er in the victory of His  Resurrection.

Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

Just prior to this week’s Passion narra-
tive in St. Matthew’'s Gospel, there is a
small, striking story describing a
woman'’s scandalous action toward Je-
sus: “A woman came up to him with
an alabaster jar of costly perfumed
oi, and poured it on |his
head” (Matthew 26:7). The ointment
was pure nard, worth more than 300
denarii. A year's wages. Maybe a dowry,
maybe a family inheritance. In any case,
she breaks it. She does not measure or
ration. She pours it all out, irreversibly,
over Jesus. Why does this image begin
Holy Week?

Because what she does with the jar, Je-
sus will soon do with his life. The jar
must be broken so the fragrance can be
released. Jesus’ body will be broken so
his priceless divine and human love can
be poured out. She gives everything, just
as he is about to give everything. And
He sees it: “She has done a good thing
for me” (Matthew 26:10). Her act is
lavish, impractical, scandalous in its ap-
parent wastefulness. And he loves it. It is
what Holy Week is all about.

What jar are you still holding onto? Your
time? Your comfort? Your plan for how
life should go? Don't just wave palms
today. Let yourself be broken open so
your love, too, can be poured out.

Lenten Challenge: Offer something
costly to Jesus this Holy Week — not
out of guilt, but love. Your  attention.
Your forgiveness. Your time. Break the
jar. Trust that nothing poured out for
him is ever wasted.

MENSAJE DEL DIACONO MICHAEL

Entrando en el corazén de la Semana Santa: Por qué
importa el Triduo

"Caminad con Cristo durante la Ultima Cena, estad con El en la Cruz
y alegraos en la victoria de Su Resurreccion.”

La Semana Santa es la semana mas importante del calendario
cristiano. Durante estos dias, la Iglesia nos invita a frenar, orar mas
profundamente y caminar de cerca con Jesus mientras recordamos
los momentos finales de su vida terrenal, su sufrimiento, su muerte
en la cruz y la alegria de su Resurreccion.

En el corazdn de la Semana Santa hay tres dias sagrados como nin-
gun otro: el Triduo Pascual. Desde la noche del Jueves Santo hasta
el Domingo de Pascua, la Iglesia nos guia paso a paso por el centro
de nuestra fe, la Pasién, la Muerte y la Resurreccién de Jesucristo.
Estas liturgias no son simplemente recordatorios de eventos pa-
sados hace mucho tiempo. De manera real y poderosa, la Iglesia
hace presentes los misterios salvadores de Cristo e invita a adentrar-
nos mas profundamente en la historia de nuestra redencion.

La palabra Triduo significa "tres dias", pero estos dias forman
una celebracién continua del Misterio Pascual. Comenzando con
la Misa de la Cena del Sefior el Jueves Santo y concluyendo con la
Oracién de la Tarde el Domingo de Pascua, la Iglesia camina con
Cristo a través de los  acontecimientos con los que El nos salvé.

El Jueves Santo recordamos la Ultima Cena, cuando Jesus dio a la
Iglesia el don de la Eucaristia y establecié el sacerdocio minis-
terial. Durante la Misa de la Cena del Sefior, el sacerdote lava los pies
de los fieles, recordando el ejemplo de servicio humilde de Cristo y
su mandato de que nos amemos unos a otros como El nos ha ama-
do.

El Viernes Santo, la Iglesia se reline en silencio para la solemne
liturgia de la Pasion del Sefior. Escuchamos la  proclamacién de la
Pasion, oramos por las necesidades del mundo y veneramos la Cruz.
En la Cruz vemos tanto la  gravedad del pecado como el amor in-
conmensurable de Dios, que dio a su Hijo para nuestra salvacion.

Luego llega la Vigilia Pascual, el punto culminante de todo el afo
litdrgico. Comenzando en la oscuridad y terminando en luz radiante,
la Iglesia proclama la historia de la salvacion a través de las Escritu-
ras. Los nuevos miembros son bienvenidos a través del Bau-
tismo y la Confirmacion, y los fieles renuevan sus promesas bautis-
males. Con gran alegria, la Iglesia proclama la Resurreccién de Cristo:
jAleluyal!

;Por qué deberian asistir los feligreses al Triduo? Porque estas litur-
gias nos permiten participar mas profundamente en el Misterio Pas-
cual, la obra salvadora por la que Cristo redimi6 al mundo. Cuando
participamos en los tres dias, vemos cémo la Ultima Cena conduce
a la Cruz, y cédmo la Cruz conduce a la tumba vacia.

Participar en el Triduo fortalece nuestra fe, renueva nuestra esperan-
za y nos recuerda nuestra identidad como discipulos del Sefor resu-
citado. También es una de las formas mas significativas de preparar
nuestro corazon para la Pascua y transformar la forma en que vivi-
mos nuestra fe a lo largo del afio.

Este afio, considera hacer del Triduo una prioridad para ti y tu fami-
lia. Ven a rezar con la comunidad parroquial de San Clemente. Cami-
nad con Cristo durante la Ultima Cena, estad con El en la Cruz y ale-
graos juntos en la victoria de Su  Resurreccion.
