MESSAGE FROM FATHER VIJAY

It was June 18, 1815, the Battle of Waterloo. The French under the
command of Napoleon were fighting the Allies under the command
of Wellington. The people of England depended on a system of signals to
find out how the battle was going. One of these signal stations was on
the tower of Winchester Cathedral. Late in the day, one letter at a time,
flashed the signal: "W-E-L-L-I-N-G-T-O-N- - - D-E-F-E-A-T-E-D- -Just at
that moment one of those sudden English fog-clouds rolled in.

The news of defeat quickly spread throughout the city. whole countryside
was sad and gloomy, when they read the news that their country had lost
the war. Suddenly fog lifted, and the people saw that the message had
four words not two. The complete message: "W-E-L-L-I-N-G-T-O-N....
D-E-F-E-A-T-E-D...T-H-E- - -E-N-E-M-Y!" It took only a few minutes for
the good news to spread. Sorrow was turned into joy; defeat was turned
into victory!

The same thing happened when Jesus was laid in the tomb the first Good
Friday afternoon. Hope had died even in the hearts of Jesus' most
loyal friends. After the frightful crucifixion, the fear, disappointment
and misunderstanding had crept in on the friends Jesus. They had "read"
only part of the divine message. defeated" was all that they knew. Then it
happened! As the sun rose on Easter Sunday morning, Jesus rose with it
and appeared to his disciples. He was more radiant and more fully alive
than they had ever seen him before. And at that moment the power of
Easter began to work in the lives of the disciples. Acts of the Apostles
4:33.

Suddenly they were transformed from a band of despairing men into a
brigade of  daring missionaries. At the command of Jesus, they set out
to carry the news of Easter to the four corners of the earth. Mark 16:15.
And everywhere they preached the good news, the power of Faster
began to work in people’s lives, just as it had in their own lives. Beautiful
things began to happen. Mark 16:20. Despair began to give way to hope;
darkness began to give way to light; hatred began to give way to love;
sorrow began to give way to joy.

This is what Easter is all about. It's the good news that the risen Jesus is in
our midst ready to work miracles for us, if we let him. It's the good news
that nothing can defeat us anymore ot discouragement, not pain, not
misfortune, not even death. Nothing can separate us from the Love of the
Resurrected Christ. Romans 8:35.

It's the good news that Jesus has triumphed, and so will we, if we open
our hearts to him. This is what Easter is all about. This is what we
celebrate as we now prepare to break bread together on this great
birthday of our Christian faith.

"Christ defeated death!" Defeat was turned into victory; death was turned
to life! "Alleluia, Alleluia, Alleluia!" Happy Easter to all.



Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

Zander Price was the fastest kid at my
grade school. He won every race on
Field Day. To me, his swiftness meant he
was the greatest. Zander was the best.

It's the same with the speediest Apostle
on Easter morning. John tells us he “ran
faster than Peter and arrived at the
tomb first.” (John 20:4) But only after
Peter entered did John go in, see the
burial cloths, and believe. Here is a
symbol of two dimensions of the
Church. John, the beloved disciple,
represents the contemplative, mystical
life: affection, prayer, intimacy. Peter, the
rock, represents the Church'’s
institutional life: steady, authoritative,
structured...but slower.

Of course, John runs faster! Love is the
heartbeat of Christian faith, so love will
always arrive first. Peter's role is, in a
sense, secondary. He arrives later, but is
still very much needed. John waits for
him. The Church must be built, balanced,
protected, and led. Love without
structure can vanish; structure without
love becomes lifeless.

This dynamic is not just historical — it is
personal. In you, there is a John who
longs to run to the tomb in love. Let him
run! Pray, sing, love Jesus. There is also a
Peter, who eventually gets to the tomb
and takes charge. The Risen Christ wants
both. Remember: if you want to get to
the mystery of Jesus’' resurrection fast...
love him, for love is best.

MENSAJE DEL PADRE VIJAY

Era el 18 de junio de 1815, la Batalla de Waterloo. Los franceses
bajo el mando de Napoledn luchaban contra los Aliados bajo el
mando de Wellington. El pueblo de Inglaterra dependia de un
sistema de sefales para averiguar como iba la batalla. Una de
estas estaciones de sefiales estaba en la torre de la catedral de
Winchester. Al final del dia, una letra a la vez, aparecié la sefal:
"W-E-L-L-I-N-G-T-O-N- - - D-E-F-E-A-T-E-D- -Justo en ese
momento aparecid6 una de esas nubes de niebla inglesas
repentinas.

La noticia de la derrota se difundié rapidamente por toda la
ciudad. Todo el campo estaba triste y sombrio cuando leyeron la
noticia de que su pais habia perdido la guerra. De repente se
levant6 la niebla, y la gente vio que el mensaje tenia cuatro
palabras, no dos. El mensaje completo: "W-E-L-L-I-N-G-T-O-N....
D-E-F-E-A-T-E-D... iT-H-E- - -E-N-E-M-Y!" Solo tardaron unos
minutos en difundirse la buena noticia. La tristeza se convirtio en
alegria; jLa derrota se convirtio en victoria!

Lo mismo ocurrié cuando Jesus fue depositado en la tumba la
primera tarde del Viernes Santo. La esperanza habia muerto
incluso en los corazones de los amigos mas leales de Jesus. Tras
la terrible crucifixion, el miedo, la decepcion y el malentendido se
habian colado en los amigos Jesus. Solo habian "leido" parte del
mensaje divino. derrotado" era todo lo que conocian. jEntonces
ocurrio! Cuando el sol salié la mafana del domingo de Pascua,
JesUs se levantd y se aparecid a sus discipulos. Estaba mas
radiante y mas plenamente vivo de lo que nunca le habian visto
antes. Y en ese momento el poder de la Pascua comenzo a actuar
en la vida de los discipulos. Hechos de los Apdstoles 4.33.

De repente, pasaron de ser una banda de hombres desesperados
a una brigada de misioneros audaces. Por orden de Jesus,
partieron para llevar la noticia de la Pascua a los cuatro rincones
de la tierra. Marcos 16:15. Y dondequiera que predicaban las
buenas nuevas, e/ poder de la Pascua empezo a actuar en la vida
de las personas, igual que en las suyas. Empezaron a suceder
cosas hermosas. Marcos 16:20. La desesperacién empezé a dar
paso a la esperanza; La oscuridad empezé a dar paso a la luz; El
odio empezé a dar paso al amor; La tristeza empezo a dar paso a
la alegria.

De esto va la Pascua. Es la buena noticia que el Jesus resucitado
esta entre nosotros, listo para hacer milagros para nosotros, si se
lo permitimos. Es la buena noticia de que nada puede
derrotarnos ya : ni el desanimo, ni el dolor, ni la desgracia, ni
siquiera la muerte. Nada puede separarnos del Amor del Cristo
Resucitado. Romanos 8:35.

Es la buena noticia que Jesus ha triunfado, y nosotros también, si
abrimos nuestro corazén a El. De esto va la Pascua. Esto es lo que
celebramos mientras nos preparamos para compartir el pan
juntos en este gran cumpleanos de nuestra fe cristiana.
