In a world where the drums of war seem never to fall silent, Pope Leo XIV
has issued an urgent and tender call to every Catholic heart: pray without
ceasing, and work tirelessly for peace.

At his recent Prayer Vigil for Peace, the Holy Father reminded us of a
painful truth we already know — it is always the poor, the weak, the
innocent, and the vulnerable who pay the heaviest price of conflict. He
spoke of the letters he receives from children living in war zones. Through

responsibilities, nor an anesthetic to numb the pain provoked by so much
injustice.” Rather, it is the most powerful and transformative act we can
offer — because in prayer, our limited human possibilities are joined to
the infinite possibilities of God. When we truly pray, we are changed. And
changed people change the world.

The Holy Father also reminded us of the hard-won wisdom of Saint John
Paul II, who survived a World War and spent his pontificate repeating
with urgency: No more war. That cry is no less urgent today. Too many
nations are still seated at tables where rearmament is planned rather than
at tables of dialogue and reconciliation. Pope Leo's message to world
leaders was simple and direct: Stop. Sit down. Talk.

But he reminded us that peacemaking is not only the business of
governments. It begins here — in our homes, our neighborhoods, and
our parish community. Peace is built, he said, “word by word, deed by

Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

When 1 first read Homer's Odyssey as a

teenager, one scene captured my
imagination: Odysseus finally returning
home after 20 years, yet no one

recognized him. Disguised as a beggar, he
speaks with his wife, his son, and even his
enemies. He is fully present, yet hidden.
Only at the right moment does he reveal
himself, and everyone realizes he has been
with them all along. I was struck by the
mystery that he could be so close to his
loved ones, and yet they simply could not
identify him.

A similar mystery is at the heart of today's
Gospel. Two disciples walk the road to
Emmaus with Jesus, but “their eyes were
prevented from recognizing him.” (Luke
24:16) He listens, teaches, and eats with
them, yet they remain blind until he breaks
the bread. Suddenly their eyes are opened
— and at that very moment, he vanishes.
His disappearance is not absence. Rather,
it is revelation. The Risen Lord is now
present in a new way, in the breaking of
the bread and in the life of His Church.

Faith is this shift of vision. Instead of
searching for a visible Jesus as if he were
absent, we learn to recognize him unveiled
in hidden ways — in Scripture proclaimed,
in the Eucharist, in the sacraments, in the
very life of the Church.

And what is true of him is true of us. Just
as he disappears into the mission of his
Body, we too are meant to be hidden in
him. When we live hidden in Christ, we are
seen for who we really are.

MENSAJE DEL PADRE FELIPE

Estimados feligreses,

En un mundo donde los tambores de guerra parecen no callar
jamas, el Papa Leén XIV ha lanzado un llamado urgente vy
entrafiable a cada corazén catdlico: orad sin cesar y trabajad
incansablemente por la paz.

En su reciente Vigilia de Oracién por la Paz, el Santo Padre nos
recordd una dolorosa verdad que ya conocemos: siempre son los
pobres, los débiles, los inocentes y los vulnerables quienes pagan
el precio mas alto de los conflictos. Habl6 de las cartas que
recibe de nifios que viven en zonas de guerra. A través de la
mirada de su inocencia, dijo, se puede percibir “todo el horror y
la inhumanidad de acciones de las que algunos adultos se jactan
con orgullo.” Esas palabras deberian detenernos en seco.

El Papa Ledn no nos permitié tratar la oracion como una huida
de nuestras responsabilidades. La oracion, insiste, “no es un
refugio donde esconderse de las responsabilidades, ni un
anestésico para adormecer el dolor que provoca tanta injusticia.”
Es, mas bien, el acto mas poderoso y transformador que
podemos ofrecer — porque en la oracién, nuestras limitadas
posibilidades humanas se unen a las posibilidades infinitas de
Dios. Cuando oramos de verdad, somos transformados. Y las
personas transformadas transforman el mundo.

El Santo Padre nos recordd también la sabiduria forjada a fuego
de San Juan Pablo II, quien sobrevivi6 una guerra mundial y
dedicé su pontificado a repetir con urgencia: No mas guerra. Ese
grito no es menos urgente hoy. Demasiadas naciones siguen
sentadas en mesas donde se planifica el rearme, en lugar de
sentarse a dialogar y reconciliarse. El mensaje del Papa Le6n a los
lideres mundiales fue simple y directo: Deténganse. Siéntense.
Dialoguen.

Pero nos record6 que construir la paz no es tarea exclusiva de los
gobiernos. Comienza aqui — en nuestros hogares, nuestros
vecindarios, nuestra comunidad parroquial. La paz se construye,
dijo, “palabra por palabra, acto por acto,” como se teje una tela
punto a punto. Cada gesto de paciencia, perddén y encuentro
genuino es una contribucion a ese gran mosaico.

Como su parroco, los invito a asumir este llamado de manera
personal. Seamos una parroquia que ora con valentia por la paz,
gue aboga por los vulnerables y que rechaza la légica de la
divisiéon y la indiferencia.

“Nada se pierde con la paz; todo puede perderse con la guerra.”
— Papa Juan XXIII

nuestro mundo.
