MESSAGE FROM DEACON MICHAEL

During the Easter Season, you may notice that the first reading at Mass
often comes from the Acts of the Apostles. This is no coincidence. The
Church deliberately places this book before us during these fifty days to
help us see what flows from the Resurrection of Jesus how His victory
over death becomes a living reality in the Church.

The Acts of the Apostles is traditionally (small t) attributed to Luke the
Evangelist, the same author of the Gospel of Luke. From the earliest
centuries, the Church has recognized the unity between these two works:
the Gospel tells us what Jesus “began to do and teach,” while Acts shows
what He continues to do through the Holy Spirit in His Church. In this
way, Acts is not simply a record of past events; it is a testimony to the
ongoing work of the risen Christ.

Why is this so important for us during Easter? The answer is found in the
transformation of the apostles and the birth of the Christian community.
The life of this early Church is described in simple but powerful terms:
devotion to the apostles’ teaching, fellowship, the breaking of the bread,
and prayer. These are not just historical details; they are the essential
marks of the Church in every age, including our own parish today.

Acts highlights how closely the Church wants us to remain focused on the
immediate effects of the Resurrection. Instead of looking ahead in hope,
as we often do with the first reading from the Old Testament, we are
invited to see the fulfillment of that hope already unfolding in the life of
the Church.

Another reason Acts is proclaimed in this season is that it preserves some
of the earliest apostolic preaching. Again and again, we hear the
consistent message: Jesus Christ, who was crucified, has been raised by
God, and now calls all people to repentance and faith. These sermons are
direct, urgent, and filled with conviction. They remind us that the
Resurrection is not just an event to remember, but a truth that demands
a response.

As you listen to these readings throughout Easter, you might keep three
themes in mind. First, the Holy Spirit is actively guiding and strengthening
the Church (including you and me). Second, the heart of all preaching is
the death and Resurrection of Jesus. Third, the Church becomes a living
community through faith, prayer, and the Eucharist.

In hearing the Acts of the Apostles, we are not just learning about the
past, we are being invited into the same story. The risen Lord continues to
work in His Church, and the gift of Easter is still being poured out today.

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Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

T am the good shepherd. A good
shepherd lays down his life for the sheep.”
John 10:77

My most boring job was working at an
insurance company as a college student.
My main task? Filing. Now imagine if I had
told my supervisor, “I just want you to
know, I'm willing to die for these files.” She
would have called a psychiatrist — or at
least security.

There is something absurd in Jesus' words
in today's Gospel: “I am the good
shepherd... I lay down my life for the
sheep.” (John 10:11) It sounds noble, until
you think about it. No one dies for sheep.
Not a hired hand. Not even a good
shepherd. Sheep are important, sure, but
not worth a human life.

And vyet, Jesus insists: I will die for them.
The crowd understandably responds: “He
is out of his mind.”

C.S. Lewis once said that Jesus does not
leave us the option of calling him merely a
good teacher. If someone speaks like him,
he is either lying, crazy, or telling the truth.
John’s  Gospel won't let us stay
sentimental. Jesus means it. He reveals a
love that surpasses logic — a love that
measures worth not by strength or
success, but by the willingness to suffer
unto death.

The Good Shepherd’'s madness is mercy.
His cross makes no earthly sense and yet it
makes divine sense. He lays down his life
not for kings or saints but for sheep — for
the ordinary, the unworthy, for you and
me.

Think of someone who may feel unworthy
of love. Do something simple and
generous for them, not because they
deserve it, but because Jesus did the same
for you.

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MENSAJE DEL DIACONO MICHAEL

Durante la Pascua, puede que notes que la primera lectura en Misa
suele provenir de los Hechos de los Apostoles. Esto no es casualidad.
La Iglesia coloca deliberadamente este libro ante nosotros durante
estos cincuenta dias para ayudarnos a ver qué fluye de Ia
Resurreccion de Jesus, como Su victoria sobre la muerte se convierte
en una realidad viva en la Iglesia.

Los Hechos de los Apdstoles se atribuyen tradicionalmente (con t
minuUscula) a Lucas el Evangelista, el mismo autor del Evangelio de
Lucas. Desde los primeros siglos, la Iglesia ha reconocido la unidad
entre estas dos obras: el Evangelio nos dice lo que Jesus "empez6 a
hacer y ensefar', mientras que Hechos muestra lo que sigue
haciendo por medio del Espiritu Santo en Su Iglesia. De este modo,
Hechos no es simplemente un registro de eventos pasados; es un
testimonio de la obra continua del Cristo resucitado.

iPor qué es tan importante para nosotros durante la Pascua? La
respuesta se encuentra en la transformacién de los apéstoles y el
nacimiento de la comunidad cristiana. La vida de esta Iglesia
primitiva se describe en términos simples pero poderosos: devocion
a la ensefanza de los apdstoles, comunion, el parto del pan y
oracion. No son solo detalles historicos; son las marcas esenciales de
la Iglesia en todas las épocas, incluida nuestra propia parroquia
actual.

Hechos pone de relieve lo estrechamente que la Iglesia quiere que
nos mantengamos centrados en los efectos inmediatos de la
Resurreccion. En lugar de mirar hacia adelante con esperanza, como
solemos hacer con la primera lectura del Antiguo Testamento, se nos
invita a ver el cumplimiento de esa esperanza que ya se despliega en
la vida de la Iglesia.

Otra razon por la que se proclama Hechos en esta temporada es que
conserva algunas de las predicaciones apostélicas mas antiguas. Una
y otra vez, escuchamos el mensaje constante: Jesucristo, que fue
crucificado, ha sido resucitado por Dios y ahora llama a todas las
personas al arrepentimiento y a la fe. Estos sermones son directos,
urgentes y llenos de convicciéon. Nos recuerdan que la Resurreccion
no es solo un evento para recordar, sino una verdad que exige una
respuesta.

Mientras escuchas estas lecturas durante la Pascua, puedes tener en
mente tres temas. Primero, el Espiritu Santo estd guiando y
fortaleciendo activamente a la Iglesia (incluyéndote a ti y a mi).
Segundo, el corazén de toda predicacion es la muerte y resurreccion
de Jesus. Tercero, la Iglesia se convierte en una comunidad viva a
través de la fe, la oracion y la Eucaristia.

Al escuchar los Hechos de los Apostoles, no solo estamos
aprendiendo sobre el pasado, sino que nos invitan a la misma
historia. El Sefior resucitado sigue obrando en Su Iglesia, y el don de
la Pascua sigue siendo derramado hoy en dia.
