MESSAGE FROM DEACON MICHEAL

From Mount Sinai to the Upper Room

Pentecost is one feast in God's plan of salvation, yet it carries two distinct
moments in salvation history. The Jewish feast celebrated God's covenant
gifts within Israel, while Christian Pentecost reveals the definitive
outpouring of the Holy Spirit through Christ. Rather than being unrelated
events, the Christian celebration fulfills and completes what the earlier
feast anticipated.

In the Old Covenant/Testament, Pentecost, known as the Feast of Weeks,
was originally a joyful harvest celebration in which the first fruits of grain
were offered to God in thanksgiving. Over time, Jewish tradition also
connected the feast to the giving of the Law at Mount Sinai, understood
to have occurred fifty days after the Exodus. Because of this, Pentecost
became more than an agricultural observance; it became a remembrance
of God forming His covenant people through the Law.

This background gives deeper meaning to the events described in Acts 2.
The apostles gathered in Jerusalem during the Jewish feast of Pentecost
when the Holy Spirit descended upon them with “a sound like a mighty
wind” and “tongues as of fire.” St. John Paul II described this moment as a
new Sinai: just as God once revealed Himself to Israel in fire and
covenant, He now revealed Himself through the Holy Spirit to establish
the New Covenant in Christ.

The Catechism teaches that the fullness of the Spirit was not meant to
remain only with Christ the Messiah but was to be poured out upon the
whole People of God. Pentecost therefore marks the fulfillment of Christ’s
promise to send the Advocate. The Spirit, once symbolized in the Law
written on stone tablets, now writes God's law within the human heart. In
this way, Pentecost becomes not merely the memory of an earlier
covenant, but the living reality of a transformed people united to Christ.

Pentecost is also the public birth of the Church. Before the coming of the
Spirit, the disciples remained hidden in fear. After Pentecost, they boldly
proclaimed the Gospel to people from every nation gathered in
Jerusalem. The miracle of many languages revealed that the Gospel was
meant for all peoples and cultures, not confined to one nation alone. The
Spirit created unity without erasing diversity, allowing each person to
hear the mighty works of God in his own tongue.

Pope Benedict XVI reflected that Pentecost changed the world because
the Holy Spirit overcame fear and filled believers with courage. The Spirit
is the living fire of God's love, renewing hearts and sending the Church
into the world with confidence and hope. For this reason, the Church
continues to pray:

“Send forth your Spirit, O Lord, and renew the face of the earth.”

Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper
Understanding of Scripture

“He breathed on them and said to them,
‘Receive the Holy Spirit. Whose sins you
forgive are forgiven them, and whose
sins you retain are retained.” (John
20:22-23)

For those of us who go to confession
regularly, there is often a familiar
frustration: "Why do I keep confessing
the same sins?” It can feel like a loop,
cleansed but unchanged.

Pentecost reveals a hopeful perspective.
When the Risen Jesus breathes on his
ashamed and fearful disciples and gives
them the Holy Spirit, he echoes Genesis,
when God breathes life into Adam. This
is not just primarily the removal of guilt,
but new creation.

In confession, we receive more than
forgiveness. We receive a fresh
outpouring, the breath of the Spirit, and
a renewed mission. Jesus does not say
to us, “You're forgiven, now go back to
your old life.” He says, so to speak, “As
the Father has sent me, so I send
you.” (John 20:21)

That is why penance is not just saying a
few prayers. It is reorientation. It is the
Spirit summoning us to live differently:
with mercy and healing.

Just as Adam was sent into the world,
and the Apostles were sent out after
Pentecost, so too we are sent from the
confessional — not just clean, but
consecrated.

Pentecost Challenge: After your next
confession, ask the Holy Spirit for one
way you can participate in Christ's
healing will for you. Then take one small,
concrete step, and do not look back.

The disciples

were supposed to be Jesus’ closest friends. But ‘

humans are flawed, and as such they failed him — =

miserably. In fear, all but one abandoned Jesus *

when he was condemned, brutalized, and

crucified. One even went as far as denying—

three times—that he even knew Jesus, let alone °°° ‘

was his follower. And yet, the first thing Jesus

says to them is “Peace be with you.” No words of recrimination for their
weakness.

MENSAJE DEL DIACONO MICHAEL

Del Monte Sinai a la Sala Alta

Pentecostés es una fiesta en el plan de salvacion de Dios, pero
conlleva dos momentos distintos en la historia de la salvacién. La
fiesta judia celebraba los dones de la alianza de Dios dentro de
Israel, mientras que el Pentecostés cristiano revela el
derramamiento definitivo del Espiritu Santo a través de Cristo. En
lugar de ser eventos no relacionados, la celebracion cristiana
cumple y completa lo que la fiesta anterior anticipaba.

En el Antiguo Pacto/Testamento, Pentecostés, conocido como la
Fiesta de las Semanas, era originalmente una celebracién alegre
de la cosecha en la que se ofrecian los primeros frutos del grano
a Dios en accion de gracias. Con el tiempo, la tradicién judia
también relaciond la fiesta con la entrega de la Ley en el Monte
Sinai, que se entiende tuvo lugar cincuenta dias después del
Exodo. Por ello, Pentecostés se convirti6 en algo mas que una
simple celebracién agricola; se convirtié en un recuerdo de Dios
formando a su pueblo del pacto a través de la Ley.

Este trasfondo da un significado mas profundo a los
acontecimientos descritos en los Hechos 2. Los apostoles se
reunieron en Jerusalén durante la fiesta judia de Pentecostés,
cuando el Espiritu Santo descendi6é sobre ellos con "un sonido
como un viento poderoso" y "lenguas como el fuego". San Juan
Pablo II describié este momento como un nuevo Sinai: asi como
Dios se revel6 una vez a Israel en fuego y pacto, ahora se revel6 a
través del Espiritu Santo para establecer el Nuevo Pacto en
Cristo.

El Catecismo ensefia que la plenitud del Espiritu no estaba
destinada a permanecer solo con Cristo el Mesias, sino que
debia derramarse sobre todo el Pueblo de Dios. Por lo tanto,
Pentecostés marca el cumplimiento de la promesa de Cristo de
enviar al Abogado. El Espiritu, antes simbolizado en la Ley escrita
en tablas de piedra, ahora escribe la ley de Dios dentro del
corazén humano. De este modo, Pentecostés se convierte no
solo en el recuerdo de un pacto anterior, sino en la realidad viva
de un pueblo transformado unido a Cristo.

Pentecostés es también el nacimiento publico de la Iglesia. Antes
de la llegada del Espiritu, los discipulos permanecian ocultos por
miedo. Después de Pentecostés, proclamaron audazmente el
Evangelio a personas de todas las naciones reunidas en
Jerusalén. El milagro de muchas lenguas revel6 que el Evangelio
estaba destinado a todos los pueblos y culturas, no confinado a
una sola nacién. El Espiritu cre6 unidad sin borrar la diversidad,
permitiendo a cada persona escuchar las poderosas obras de
Dios en su propia lengua.

El Papa Benedicto XVI reflexion6 que Pentecostés cambid el
mundo porque el Espiritu Santo vencié el miedo y llen6 a los
creyentes de valor. El Espiritu es el fuego vivo del amor de Dios,
renovando corazones y enviando a la Iglesia al mundo con
confianza y esperanza. Por esta razon, la Iglesia sigue orando:
"Envia tu Espiritu, oh Sefor, y renueva la faz de la tierra."
