Summarized below is the amount and type of assistance that we were able to provide dur-
ing the past year. Without your contributions, many more people in our community would be hungry, homeless, and help-
less.

However these are more than just numbers. Each represents a person, a family, a story of need and of hope. The following
is just a very small sample of those whom you have helped.

A young woman whose husband had left her pregnant and with
a 7 year-old child. She had a problem pregnancy and had to
take significant time off from work. SVdP helped pay her rent
so she could stay in her apartment during a harrowing time in
her life and provided food so she and her unborn baby could
stay nourished. She has since delivered a healthy baby boy and
is back working part-time and is so thankful for the assistance
she received from SVdP.

A family with three children, one of whom had emotional
problems and has had run-ins with the law and another who
had medical problems. Both parents work and are barely able
to make ends meet. They fell behind on their electric bill and
were about to have their power shut off. SVdP paid their elec-
tric bill and the family has been able to regain stability.

A veteran who was single and caring for his 8 month-old child.
He had problems with his marriage and his employment due to
lingering problems from his service. SVdP was able to help
him pay his rent while he found new employment. He is now
living in a sustainable manner.
