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Corpus Christi Sunday

Corpus Christi (Body and Blood of Christ) is a Eucharistic solemnity, or better, the solemn commemoration of the institution of that
sacrament. It is, moreover, the Church's official act of homage and gratitude to Christ, who by instituting the Holy Eucharist gave to
the Church her greatest treasure. Holy Thursday, assuredly, marks the anniversary of the institution, but the commemoration of the
Lord's passion that very night suppresses the rejoicing proper to the occasion. Today's observance, therefore, accents the joyous
aspect of Holy Thursday.

The Mass and the Office for the feast was edited or composed by St. Thomas Aquinas upon the request of Pope Urban IV in the year
1264. It is unquestionably a classic piece of liturgical work, wholly in accord with the best liturgical traditions. . . It is a perfect work of
art. Excerpted from The Church's Year of Grace, Pius Parsch.

In the words of St. Thomas:
"How inestimable a dignity, beloved brethren, divine bounty has bestowed upon us Christians from the treasury of its infinite good-
ness! For there neither is nor ever has been a people to whom the gods were so nigh as our Lord and God is nigh unto us.

"Desirous that we be made partakers of His divinity, the only-begotten Son of God has taken to Himself our nature so that having be-
come man, He would be enabled to make men gods. Whatever He assumed of our nature He wrought unto our salvation. For on the
altar of the Cross He immolated to the Father His own Body as victim for our reconciliation and shed His blood both for our ransom
and for our regeneration. Moreover, in order that a remembrance of so great benefits may always be with us, He has left us His Body
as food and His Blood as drink under appearances of bread and wine.

"0 banquet most precious! O banquet most admirable! O banquet overflowing with every spiritual delicacy! Can anything be more
excellent than this repast, in which not the flesh of goats and heifers, as of old, but Christ the true God is given us for nourishment?
What more wondrous than this holy sacrament! In it bread and wine are changed substantially, and under the appearance of a little
bread and wine is had Christ Jesus, God and perfect Man. In this sacrament sins are purged away, virtues are increased, the soul is
satiated with an abundance of every spiritual gift. No other sacrament is so beneficial. Since it was instituted unto the salvation of all,
it is offered by Holy Church for the living and for the dead, that all may share in its treasures.

"My dearly beloved, is it not beyond human power to express the ineffable delicacy of this sacrament in which spiritual sweetness is
tasted in its very source, in which is brought to mind the remembrance of that all-excelling charity which Christ showed in His sacred
passion? Surely it was to impress more profoundly upon the hearts of the faithful the immensity of this charity that our loving Savior
instituted this sacrament at the last supper when, having celebrated the Pasch with His disciples. He was about to leave the world
and return to the Father. It was to serve as an unending remembrance of His passion, as the fulfillment of ancient types — this the
greatest of His miracles. To those who sorrow over His departure He has given a unique solace."

Amazing words from St. Thomas Aquinas. How blessed are we that God would come to us so innocently and humbly in the form of
bread and wine?! In the face of this blessed gift, we recall that we too have a part to play in the reception of the Blessed Sacrament.
First, a word about the nature of the Latin word “sacrament”. Sacramentum literally means “an oath to the death”. For example, Ro-
man soldiers would make a “sacramentum”, or an oath to be set aside for faithful service to Caesar. In the words of institution over
the chalice, Jesus says, “This is the new covenant in my blood.” The word for “covenant” means not only an agreement between
parties, but also “testament” as we might use in our wills, a last “will and testament”. Putting “sacrament” and “testament” together we
come to better understand Jesus’ last will and testament was, and is, to enter an eternal (an oath to the death) alliance or covenant
with each and all of us. For our part, we make this oath and everlasting covenant when we receive the Eucharist. This means we
need to bring our A-Game to Mass and receive the Eucharist worthily, conscious of the blood pact we are making with God himself.
He pledges himself to us for eternity and we do the same. This agreement is sealed in the Precious Blood of the Lamb. This is pre-
cisely why Saint Paul says in his first letter to the Corinthians:
So then, whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of sinning against the
body and blood of the Lord. Everyone ought to examine themselves before they eat of the bread and drink from the cup. For
those who eat and drink without discerning the body of Christ eat and drink judgment on themselves. That is why many
among you are weak and sick, and a number of you have fallen asleep. But if we were more discerning with regard to our-
selves, we would not come under such judgment. Nevertheless, when we are judged in this way by the Lord, we are being
disciplined so that we will not be finally condemned with the world (1 Cor 11:27-32).
Let us then be always conscious and intentional about approaching the great mystery of the Eucharist. Thankfully, the Lord has given
us the Sacrament of Reconciliation to ensure we are free from sin and made worthy of the Eucharist. Let us rejoice in the words of
St. Thomas in his beautiful hymn Panis Angelicus:
The angel's bread becomes the bread of men; The heavenly bread ends all symbols; Oh, miraculous thing! The body of the
Lord will nourish the poor, the slave, and the humble.
