Just as Samuel finally woke up and started paying attention
to God, the first disciples awakened, one by one, and joined
up with Jesus. These were turning points in their lives.

So what? Who cared? It was a big moment in each of their
lives, sure. But you can bet not many people paid attention at
the time. Sometimes we have “breakthrough” moments in our
lives. Something clicks. “Yes, | will marry this person,” or “Yes,
it’s time. I'm changing jobs.” A major turning point! And might
not that “click” be an answer to God’s call?

Yet, despite that momentous decision I've just made . . .
the world doesn't really care. The world lurches along—floods
and fires, famines and “ethnic cleansings.” Governments rise
and fall; peace accords are signed and broken. Things carry
on—despite my decision.

FIRST THE BREAKTHROUGH—
THEN THE LIVING

Even more importantly . . . history moves ahead regardless
of whether | follow through with my decision. If | get scared,
pull back, stay with the status quo—the world doesn’t stop and
come back to get me.

Jesus had a breakthrough on the banks of the Jordan, in
the shadow of the Baptist. The Father spoke to Jesus; the Spirit
filled him and he made a decision. But . . . Jesus could have
backed off, could have changed his mind. The pages of his-
tory’s book would have continued to flip over in time’s wind.
In a different way, to be sure. But who could have said so at
the time?

So it was, too, with those first disciples; and so it is with us.
Our “baptisms,” our beginnings, our turning points—the decisive
moments of our lives—are of vast importance to us, and to the
God who urges us into them. But no one, not even our loved
ones, can follow through for us. We do or we don't. It's up to us.
The Spirit fills us; God is ready. But we step forward, finally, on
our own. That's the mystery. That's the adventure.

You may have noticed that we have greeters at
all of the Masses on the weekend. Our Stewardship
Renewal encouraged about a dozen people to commit to
this ministry. Greeting people as they enter the church is
one of the easiest things to do. It is also one of the
essential things we ought to be doing to foster a sense of
welcome and hospitality to everyone who comes to
worship. Greeting is the kind of ministry that not only
makes others feel welcome, but it also leaves the greeter
with a joyful spirit in preparing to worship and pray. I
encourage anyone, of any age to join our Greeters
ministry. Families are welcome to greet as a family!

Each year every parish in the Diocese of
Cleveland is assigned a week in which to celebrate
Solemn Eucharistic Devotions. This practice was
formerly known as 40 Hours devotion because the parish
would leave the church open with the Blessed Sacrament
exposed in the monstrance on the altar for 40 consecutive
hours. The organizations of the parish as well as
individuals would commit to an hour of devotion during
those 40 hours. Church law requires that the Blessed
Sacrament may not be left exposed unless there is
someone in the church. Nowadays there are many
parishes who have a perpetual adoration chapel, but I
don’t think that there are many have 40 Hours devotions.
Most parishes celebrate the devotions on one or two days.
Our assigned time for this year is March 22", We are
planning something for March 22", the Fifth Sunday of
Lent. If you have any ideas, for example, to have a pot-
luck after the devotions, please let me know.
