LITTLEFIELD SCHOLARSHIP APPLICANTS

Students wishing to apply for the Littlefield Scholarship must:

* Be regular, active members of St. Christopher’s parish. Applicants must in some way contribute to the St.
Christopher’s parish community through time, talent and/or treasure. Applicants ordinarily will have received the
sacrament of Confirmation.

* Be arising college freshman. That is, the applicant must have completed high school during the 2025-2026 academic
year.

* Be planning to attend an institution of higher education immediately (no gap year). Any institution of higher education
is acceptable, including ‘trade schools’ (such as the Tennessee Colleges of Applied Technology) in any trade or
academic program.

* Be able to provide some documentation of acceptance (such as an acceptance letter) to an institution of higher
education.

* Apply the scholarship funds directly to educational costs. While the scholarship funds will be disbursed directly to
the recipients, it is expected that those funds will be used for associated higher education costs, such as tuition, fees,
books, and travel, if necessary.

SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION CRITERIA
-Be a high school graduate of the 2025-2026 academic year as described above
‘There is no ACT/SAT or GPA minimum.

-The applicant must submit an essay of no less than 500 words describing how participation in parish activities have
prepared them for their new life as a college student. Applicants should include how they expect to continue their
maturation in the faith in this new phase of their life. Appications are available in the parish office.
