Faith Formation 2020-2021
SESSION FORMAT
REMAINING SESSIONS:

This year, our parish will offer two structured sessions a month.    The format of those sessions will vary depending on the grade level of your students.  With the exception of the sacrament class, please plan on the Wednesday date listings to be the set dates that we will have a session.  Session types and format will vary according to age group.

· First Year and Grades 3-5 will consistently have one family session (first session of the month) and one session with their catechist. A family session is defined as a family zoom from 6:15-7:00pm with one parent and respective children on the zoom.  A catechist session is defined as an “in person” session for student only which will meet in a designated space at the church or ground level of the school. (see next page)
· The Sacrament Class will be run weekly, “in person” and one parent/adult is expected to be at each session with their child.  

· Grades 6-7 will be combined into two classes and will cover the New Testament.  They will have two catechist sessions with children only and will not meet with their family until December.  The first session  will be  a “virtual zoom” and the second session will be “in person”

· Zoom id’s are posted on page

Also, since this is a new format and we want to ensure that your children are understanding the fundamentals for their grade, our catechists might have to make some adjustments and offer a mutually agreed upon zoom session or some extra “take home” assignments separate from the schedule. A typical faith formation year requires 25-30 hours of in class time.  We have abbreviated this significantly with the understanding that we are partnering with parents and giving them the tools to follow through with their families.

OBJECTIVES FOR EACH GRADE LEVEL
Listed below are some basic objectives for each grade level.   By the end of the year (April), students are expected to know certain grade specific concepts before advancing to the next grade level.  

Grade 1/PreSacs:  God and Family

· Can describe 2-3 works of Jesus through familiar Gospel Stories (Pflaum Activities)

· Recognizes Mary as Jesus’ Mother and our Mother

· Recognizes Saints as people who follow Jesus

· Prays the Sign of the Cross, Lord’s Prayer, Hail Mary and Glory to the Father

· Introduced to traditional prayers such as the Rosary and Way of the Cross

Sacrament Preparation

· Can categorize the sacraments into Initiation, Healing, and Vocation

· Expresses belief in God and can discuss the role of each person in the Trinity

· Recognizes the Liturgy of the Word and Liturgy of the Eucharist as parts of the Mass

· Recognizes and can name the items in a church

· Can articulate in a simple way the meaning of the Last Supper

· Can recognize, name and articulate the liturgical seasons of the year

· Can give basic examples of the 10 commandments and explain the concept of forgiveness with relation to the Sacrament of Reconciliation

Grade 3

· Identifies and can name our local priests, bishops, and pope with respect to the local and national church

· Knows the difference between the old and new testament

· Names and describes the seven sacraments

· Exhibits a thorough understanding of the Easter Season

· Describes items found in a church worship space

· Can name the Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy

Grade 4

· Can name and give examples of the 10 commandments

· Understands that God communicates gradually to us

· Can define bullying and harassment and recognize it when it occurs

· Understands the Nicene and Apostles Creeds as statements of Catholic beliefs

· Expresses sorrow for sins in a prayer of contrition

Grade 5

· Knows and lives the belief that all life is sacred

· Identifies ways that the Church carries on the mission of Jesus under the leadership of popes and the bishops

· Explains the communion of saints

· Knows the names, meanings, signs and symbols of each of the seven sacraments

· Celebrates the Sacrament of Reconciliation

Grade 6

· Can name the four major parts of the Old Testament

· Is able to identify one main story from each part of the Old Testament

· Contributes to class outreach projects and applies to the mission of Jesus and our faith

· Can verbalize examples of how the Old Testament applies to their life

Grade 7

· Can name the four parts of the New Testament

· Is able to name one example that Paul teaches us about Christian behavior in the letters

· Can summarize 2-3 stories after Jesus’ life about the Acts of the Apostles

· Can summarize 2-3 miracles of Jesus as expressed in the Gospels

Policies of the St. Katharine Drexel Faith Formation Program
     ENROLLMENT

The Catholic Lifelong Faith Formation Program of Beaver Dam is available to the children and youth of St. Katharine Drexel Parish.  It is a family based program in which one parent/adult attends with his/her family for each session.  Parents, belonging to other parishes in the area wishing to send their son(s)/daughter(s) to the St. Katharine Drexel Beaver Dam Formation Program, should obtain prior written permission from their parish pastor.
     FEES


The registration fees for the 2020-2021 school year are as follows:

Grades K through 10…………$75.00 one child



                   $150.00 two or more children ($15.00/month for 10 months)
There is an additional fee of $30.00 for those students receiving the sacrament of First Holy Communion and First Reconciliation.  You do not have to write an additional check for 30.00 if you have more than two children.
Flexible payment options are provided by contacting Kristin Adsit at  ext. 311 or  A family will not be denied faith formation based on inability to pay tuition, however they will be expected to contribute in other non-financial ways to the overall program.  For a list of volunteer ministries, please see the registration packet.  Extra registration packets are at the Parish Center and the back of church.
ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE. (parents remain outside for pick up and drop off)
Grades K-Sacraments:  Pick up and Drop off by single church door
Grades 3-5:  Pick up and drop off by school courtyard door

Grades 6-7:  Students will not be allowed to walk across the street to pick up siblings.  After the elementary sessions ends, families will need to pick up middle school from the Parish Center.  They will need to wait outside as parents will not be allowed in the building.
ATTENDANCE POLICY (Please read carefully)
All small faith groups and class sessions will have attendance taken.  Our attendance policy is as follows:
              1 Absence:  Families will receive a post card, e-mail , or phone reminder of the next class session. 
2 Absences:  Families will be called by the director and/or catechist.
3 Absences:  Meeting with Priest and/or Director for interview.
If an absence occurs, arrangements must be made with the child’s catechist for make up work along with notification to the director (Kristin Adsit for English or Fr. Erick for Spanish) regarding your absence.  Make-up assignments given by the catechist must be completed and handed in by the following session, unless other arrangements have been made.  
CODE OF BEHAVIOR

All due consideration and understanding will be given to normal growth and development of the children and youth by their catechists in handling regular classroom discipline.  However, rudeness to teaching staff or to other students, offensive language damage to school or parish property, etc. will be considered inappropriate behavior and will be corrected.  Respect for school and church property will be upheld.  During zoom sessions we ask that all mics be muted unless called upon by the catechist.  

Policies of the St. Katharine Drexel Faith Formation Program,cont.
CODE OF BEHAVIOR, cont.
BUILDING RULES/EXPECTATIONS
I. When we meet indoors, students are expected to stay within their assigned space or walk with the teacher for a bathroom break.
II. Recycling of materials:  Any extra materials/handouts used in class should be placed in the blue recycle bins for paper only.  Other extra supplies/materials should be deposited in the gray wastebaskets.    At the close of each session, all materials on the floor should be picked up and placed in the appropriate trash receptacle.

III. Personal Behavior:  Each student is expected to maintain a level of respect between the volunteer catechist and him/herself.  This means, that in addition to the rules set above, students are to act in the following ways:

a. Participation:  When the teacher is talking, students should listen and not talk out of turn.  If called upon for an answer, they should raise their hand and not “yell all at once” the right answer.  That can be extremely distracting for fellow participants and the catechist.

b. Small Group Discussion:  There will be some sessions, during which discussion among peers is encouraged as long as it relates to the topic given by the teacher.

c. Respect for property:  All desks, furniture, lockers, blackboards, computers, etc.  are property of St. Katharine Drexel Parish and should be not be tampered with in any way or form (writing on desks, turning on of computers without permission, writing on lockers, etc is considered inappropriate). 

d. Throwing of objects:  The throwing or passing of any object during session time will NOT be tolerated, especially if it is damaging to school/parish property.   Students engaging in this behavior will immediately be removed from the classroom.
e. Bathroom Breaks/Walking the Hallways during class: Unless escorted by a catechist or aide, there are to be no students walking the hallways during the entire class session.  Bathroom breaks should be done before or after class with their families.
f. Catechist Rules:  Each catechist will establish a set of room expectations as appropriate for the age level being instructed.  
Repeated failure to abide by our established Code of Behavior will result in consequences as established below.
The following consequences will be established based on neglect of any or all of the above rules:

a)The first time a student is disruptive the student will receive a verbal warning from the catechist

b) A second disruption will result in a conference between the student and director 
c) A third disruption will result in a conference with the student, director and parent
d) Any further disruptions will result in mandatory parent attendance in the student’s classroom or   
    withdrawal from the program.

Policies of the St. Katharine Drexel Faith Formation Program, cont.
CELL PHONE USAGE

NO CELL PHONES OR iPODS.  If a student is seen using their cell phone or iPod during class time, it will be taken away and held by the facilitator until the end of class.
TEXTBOOKS

Grades K-1 will focus on the stories of Jesus using the Gospel Weeklies and This is our Catholic Faith Series from Pflaum.

Our Sacraments Class will use a Parent Facilitated Book by Our Sunday Visitor

Grades 3-5 will use “Be my Disciples” by RCL/Benzinger. Grades 6 and 7 will use the Bible as their textbook.  All grades will participate in a number of different learning formats including small faith groups, intergenerational sessions, and age specific sessions.  Our textbooks all have a virtual component.  Parents for each grade will be sent before September 1st directions on how to access that e-book or e-platform.
 PREPARATION FOR THE RECEPTION OF THE SACRAMENTS

All children and teens wishing to receive the sacraments of Reconciliation, First Eucharist, or Confirmation, must be enrolled in a formation program for a minimum of two consecutive years before they can receive a sacrament for the first time.  Home school parents will need to contact the formation office two years prior to their desire for receiving the sacrament. 
The Office of Religious Education of the Archdiocese of Milwaukee states:

“It is mandatory for parents of children receiving the sacraments of Eucharist and Reconciliation for the first time, or Confirmation, to participate in programs which will be provided by the parish for the purpose of better supporting their children in the participation of the sacrament.”  There will be required classes for parents/guardians before Eucharist and Reconciliation.  Please consult the calendar for information as to dates, places, etc.  Parents/guardians will be notified by letter of any related information not found in the calendar.

All parents/guardians will be notified as to when and where the classes will meet prior to the scheduled times.  Children, of parents who choose not to attend these classes, will be unable to participate in these sacraments at the scheduled time.

Those parents/guardians who feel that they cannot fulfill their responsibility in supporting their children in the sacramental life of a Catholic, may be asked to postpone participation of their children in those sacraments until they personally seek counsel with the pastor and are more prepared to guide the development of their child’s spiritual life by their own Christian example.

PRAYERS

For memorization of prayers, it is important to establish a partnership between parents and their young children.   For grades K-5, basic Catholic prayers for each grade are listed at the back of this booklet.    Please use morning or evening time to reinforce with your child those basic prayers. 

DRESS CODE

Religious Education is just as important as regular day school.  In order to have a quality learning environment, we ask that each child be dressed in neat, clean and appropriate clothing.

CANCELLATION OF CLASSES

Since we will have a virtual option, classes will not be cancelled.  When we have a weather or health related issues, the program will switch to “plan B – Virtual”  and that information will be published via our means of communication.  If you are in doubt, please feel free to call the Formation Office (887-2082, ext 311)
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Parents, please take some time (at night or in the morning) to review these prayers with your children.  For grades K-4, the prayers can be found in the back of their textbooks.  If your child has “mastered” the prayers for his/her particular grade, feel free to move on to the next grade level prayer requirements.  Repetition and routine are key to remembering at an early age.
