A Grace-Filled Jubilee in Rome: The 200th Anniversary of
the Approbation of Oblate Constitutions and Rules (p.2)

Sunday, February 15, 2026 marked the beginning of this week-long celebration in
Rome. As several dozen Oblates arrived from across the globe, there was a sense of
jubilation in the air. That
morning, in the chapel of
the General House, we
celebrated Holy Mass,
presided over by Fr. Paolo
Archiati from Aix-en-
Provence, France.

At noon, some of us made
our way to Saint Peter’s
Square to join the Angelus

Later that afternoon, we
gathered in the beautiful Basilica of Our Lady in Campitelli for a moving service
centered around the Oblate cross. It was in this very church, exactly 200 years ago,
that St. Eugene de Mazenod prayed 1ntense1y while awaiting the decision of the

Y o o . cardinals before
meeting Pope Leo XII.
He attended nine
Masses in a row—an
astonishing witness of
faith and perseverance.
And that prayer bore
fruit: the Constitutions
and Rules were later
approved. As we prayed
for fidelity, venerated
the cross, and received
printed excerpts of the
Rules, I felt connected
not only to history, but to the very heart of our vocation. I personally was given
Constitution 6, that speaks of our mission within and in communion with the
Church: “Our love for the Church inspires us to fulfill our mission in communion
with the pastors whom the Lord has given to his people; we accept loyally, with an
enlightened faith, the guidance and teachings of the successors of Peter and the
Apostles...”. (to be continued...)
