Fr. Shofner updates: 

St. Anne’s 5th Graders celebrated graduation today- ‘Drive-by Parade’ past childrens’ homes. Treats 
for both staff and families. 

Events such as 1st Communion, Confirmations, baptisms and funerals mostly still up in air- no dates 
set. Applefest still uncertain- looking into options right now. 

Outdoor Mass planned for Pentecost- at the Parish Center. Drive-in Mass & lawn seating available.  

Mass at the church will resume soon(with protocols)- exact dates tbd since the church is not ready due 
to the carpet project.- No altar servers/Euch. Ministers. Ushers will play a bigger role assisting with 
traffic flow and seating.  

Carpet update: 

Marc McMillen working on carpeting project- carpet squares at pews and vinyl tile at Altar- in 
progress. Choir area was reconfigured slightly. Project is currently on or slightly ahead of schedule. 
Most of the underlayment was good- some of the cork underlayment needs to be replaced. Planning 
on an early June finish. Colors reported as tans/greyish blues. 

Election planning- Announcements being placed in bulletin and digital platforms. Letters will be sent 
to nominees from list and applications available to all starting June 13th and running for 11 days. 
Online election scheduled for First week of July. 

Grounds/maintenance: 

Dandelions were just sprayed with good results. Dave, John and Terry all helped with spraying. Five 
windows have failed at St. Anne’s School- hoping to replace soon. Kitchen remodel continues to 
progress. Kitchen is stripped out with a cabinetry install set for mid-June. Should be done July 1. 

Still looking into replacing some concrete at the church. - Potential summer project. Steve Widmer 
has been generous in the past with this sort of work and will hopefully take on this project as well.
