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This program cannot exist without the gifts and talents of all!
ELEMENTARY PLANNING TEAM - Members will meet approximately 6 times during the year to plan
the elementary calendar and assist in designing the “Family Spirit Night” sessions.

HIGH SCHOOL PLANNING TEAM: Members work together in planning high school sessions. Team members attend formation sessions in the fall and encouraged to attend diocesan-sponsored events.
PRESCHOOL CO-CATECHIST: Preschool co-catechists use the provided materials and work with a partner to plan and lead classes for preschoolers and kindergartners during 10:00 Mass.  They attend a formation session in September, and participate in the Pathways catechist training program. 
Preschool co-catechists are scheduled on a rotating basis. 

PRESCHOOL YOUTH ASSISTANT: Youth assistants are scheduled on a rotating basis to help with 

the preschool sessions during 10:00 Mass.

ELEMENTARY SESSION LEADER: Direct the large group portion of the weekly elementary sessions – announcements and closing prayer - using provided materials.
ELEMENTARY AND MIDDLE SCHOOL CATECHIST: Catechists work with a small group of 10-12 children using the plans and materials provided. Attendance at a formation session in September and 
participation in the Pathways catechist training program is expected. 
ELEMENTARY, MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOL ASSISTANT: Assistants help the catechist with the pre-planned weekly sessions.  Assistants attend a formation session in the fall and are encouraged to participate in the Pathways catechist training program. 
ELEMENTARY NURSERY HELPER: Nursery helpers provide care for catechists’ preschool children 
during the elementary sessions. Helpers are scheduled on a rotating basis.

ELEMENTARY HOSPITALITY: Assist with refreshments for occasional gatherings. (3/yr.)

SESSION COORDINATOR: The coordinator oversees the weekly religious education sessions for elementary, middle & high school. They open and close the building, collect attendance sheets and assist in other areas as needed. Coordinators are to keep a watchful eye on children going to and from the restrooms and promote safety. Coordinators remain until all students have been picked up. 

RECONCILIATION / COMMUNION CATECHISTS: Use provided materials to lead 2 - 3 sessions.

CONFIRMATION TEAM: Team members work together to plan learning sessions, and then co-facilitate the planned activities with groups of 8-10 youth.  They attend planning sessions and participate in the Pathways catechist training program.
ALL VOLUNTEERS WHO HAVE CONTACT WITH CHILDREN OR YOUTH MUST COMPLETE BACKGROUND SCREENING FORMS AND ATTEND A VIRTUS TRAINING SESSION.
